FEATURES OF ARTISTIC DESIGN ANCIENT ROMAN HOUSE

In the modern world, we strive to decorate our home, make it cozy, beautiful and harmonious, invite designers, select colors according
to our taste and fashion trends, and what did the ancient Romans think about this, what interior solutions did they use? Based on the
advice of Vitruvius, harmony and benevolence should be present in the house. The Romans sought to emphasize much more internal
differences, to make their home special, one might even say unique. The purpose of this article is to try to consider the characteristic
features of the design of the Roman house on the basis of source analysis, historical and comparative method, formal and structural
analysis, which made it possible to identify the features of the forms, structure, colors used in Roman houses, including from the point
of view of artistic and value orientations. The study of the mentality of the ancient Romans in the perspective of an interdisciplinary
approach is relevant in modern historical science, allowing to reveal the details of the worldview of the ancient Romans, including
through the systematization of the facts obtained and thus to identify trends in the interior of the house and its interior design, which
are used by modern designers.

CHERSON DIOCESE IN THE POLICY OF THE BYZANTINE EMPIRE IN 4th - 7th CENTURIES

Key words: Chersonesos, Cherson, Byzantine Empire, Christianity, Dori country, Cherson diocese, Cherson bishops.

Chersonesos-Cherson was the most important Byzantine center in the Northern Black Sea region. Part of the policy of the Empire in
the region was the spread of Christianity. Kherson diocese, which arose in the 1V century and has come a long way of development,
played a major role in this. It is shown that it reached its greatest dawn by the 6th-7th centuries. During this period, Cherson became a
significant ecclesiastical and administrative center in Taurica. It is noted that, in particular, numerous religious buildings, primarily
erected during the construction boom of the 6th-7th centuries, became monuments of the victory of Christianity. They appeared, among
other things, in the mountainous Crimea of the “Country of Dory”. Subsequently, as a result of a series of crises, the role of Cherson,
as the center of the diocese, is reduced. In the 8th century the Gotha diocese stood out from its composition.

"BUFFER STATES" AS A INSTRUMENT OF BYZANTIUM FOREIGN POLICY IN THE EAST DURING 11th— 12th
CENTURIES
Key words: Byzantium, Seljuks, Crusaders, Macedonian dynasty, Komnenos, strategic depth, Manzikert, Antioch

On the basis of the analysis of Byzantine, Armenian and Arabic written sources, the article examines the historical experience of
Byzantium in the 11th-12th centuries in using buffer states on its eastern and southern borders as one of the ways to strengthen the
defense of the empire. It was revealed that during the reign of Basil I the Bulgar-Slayer and his successors, Byzantium's policy towards
the Georgian, Armenian and Abkhazian states in Transcaucasia, that served as buffers on the border with the Islamic world, changed
dramatically. Instead of supporting such states and conferring high imperial titles on their rulers, the Romans went over to their direct
capture. As a result, with the advent of the Seljuks to the borders of the empire, the possibilities of its defense in the eastern direction
were seriously weakened. This contributed to the success of the Seljuk conquest of almost all of Anatolia by 1089, which completely
deprived the defense of the empire of strategic depth in the most important direction. The empire tried to return to the practice of
creating and supporting buffer states after the formation of new states in Syria and Palestine as a consequence of the First Crusade.
This type of state included new crusader states, the Seljuk emirate of the Danishmendids and the Armenian principalities in Cilicia.
However, this buffer could not fulfill its intended role and strengthen the security of the empire. The reasons were the preservation of
the Rum Sultanate on the Anatolian Highlands, the remoteness of the new buffer from the main centers of the empire and its weak
logistical connection with the main territory of Byzantium. Moreover, the rulers of the crusaders did not agree with the role assigned
to them by the Romans, and did not seek to strengthen Byzantium.

GAO QIPEI: AN ARTIST WHO HAD NOT HELD A BRUSH

Key words: Gao Qipei, finger painting, Qing Dynasty, painting intellectuals.

Chinese painting is a unique phenomenon in world culture. Its uniqueness is due not only to its originality, but also to its special role
in the system of Chinese civilization. Chinese painting is a philosophical art, it is designed to harmonize the relationship between man
and the world, man and the universe. This article examines the work of Gao Qipei (1660-1734), an outstanding Chinese artist of the
Qing era. He is considered to be the founder of the school of "finger painting", which became widespread in China in the 18th and 19th
centuries. Gao rejected the use of the brush to paint and transferred his thoughts and feelings to paper using different parts of the hand.
The purpose of this article is to investigate Gao Qipei's work in a historical context. The objectives arising from their purpose are to:
1) to analyze the artistic processes that took place in different periods of Chinese history, as well as the principles of Chinese painting;
2) to investigate the biography of the artist, inseparable from his creative activity; 3) to describe the creative method, stylistic features
and technical techniques of "“finger painting™. The research was based on the principle of understanding the person and society of the
past, based on the recognition of the value of another, in this case Chinese, culture. The principle of historicism provides an
understanding of the cultural and historical process of the time, when the Manchu authorities tried to involve the Chinese educated
class in building their state and perceived the culture of the conquered people. The formal and stylistic method, characteristic of art
history, was applied. It made it possible to describe and analyze the main artistic works of Gao in terms of their internal organization
and external appearance. There are no works devoted to the life and work of Gao Qipei in the domestic historiography. This study to
some extent fills this gap. It concludes that Gao Qipei's art reflected the desire of Chinese artists to convey to every connoisseur the
truth of life that was not explicitly revealed. For Gao, art was an extension of life, but of a different life, one that was sublime and
intensely experienced.

THE PETROVSKY STAGE OF INTENSIVE SETTLEMENT AND DEVELOPMENT OF THE SOUTH URAL REGION
OF THE COUNTRY AS A DIALOGUE OF PEOPLES IN THE SPACE OF EURASIA

The article examines the process of settlement of the south-eastern outskirts of the country in the first quarter of the eighteenth century.
Showing the paramount importance of government policy in the resettlement of various groups of agricultural population from the
Volga region, the northern regions of Russia and the central part of the country to the Southern Urals, it is emphasized that the specified
time in terms of the intensity of settlement of these processes differs significantly from the previous era. The processes of formation in
the course of colonization of the old-time peasant population of the region (state, landowner, palace, monastery peasants), provision of
land to displaced peasants are considered. It is shown how, due to the specifics of Bashkir land ownership and the arrangement of part
of the settlers on the leased patrimonial lands of the Bashkirs in the Southern Urals, a whole social group of peasants is formed, which
is unknown in other regions of Russia. During the reign of Peter the Great, thanks to the migration policy of the government, the
Southern Urals gradually turned into a region in which peoples of various ethnoconfessional affiliation lived and engaged in agriculture,
between which there was a process of active interaction and mutual influence, which laid the foundations for the dialogue of peoples
in this space of the empire.

GENERAL I.F. BLARAMBERG ON THE SOCIAL COMPOSITION OF THE POPULATION OF DAGESTAN IN THE
CONTEXT OF THE HISTORICAL AND ETHNOGRAPHIC DESCRIPTION OF THE PEOPLES OF THE CAUCASUS

Key words: I.F. Blaramberg, Dagestan, Caucasus, social strata, princes, clergy, nobility, peasants, slaves.

The article is devoted to the analysis of General I.F. Blaramberg's information about the social composition of the population of
Dagestan, available in his work on the history and ethnography of the peoples of the Caucasus. But first, brief information is given
about I.F. Blaramberg, who served in the Caucasus, was in its various regions, including Dagestan, and collected a large ethnographic
material, on the basis of which and other materials in 1833-1835 he wrote a work entitled "Historical, topographic, statistical,
ethnographic and military description of the Caucasus." The article analyzes many questions raised by the author on the history and
life of the Caucasian peoples, including Dagestanis, whom he called "Lezgins". Among them there are questions about the social
composition of the population of the Caucasus. It is emphasized that all these questions are given as a whole, regardless of any people,
except for a number of cases when the author wants to show something special, characteristic only of some people. One of such
questions was the question of the upper class of the feudal class in Dagestan, highlighted in the work of I.F. Blaramberg entitled
"Sovereign Princes".

THE LIBERAL MOVEMENT IN ENGLAND ON THE EVE OF THE PARLIAMENTARY REFORM OF 1832

Key words: English parliament, English liberalism, parliamentary reform of 1832, Whigs, Tories, radical movement, parliamentary
struggle.

The article examines the complex and controversial process of the parliamentary struggle of liberal and Tory groups on the issues of
parliamentary reform in the late 20s and early 30s of the XIX century. It is shown that the political views of the Whig and Tory parties,
in principle, differed little, which made it possible for parliamentarians to frequently switch from one party to another. Moreover, quite
often conservative factions and groups put forward, including in matters of suffrage, more radical bills than the Whigs. It is noted that
the struggle of various political forces ended with the consolidation of all areas of the liberal opposition around a compromise Whig
program, which ultimately led to the victory of the Whigs in the elections and influenced the parliamentary reform of 1832, which
turned out to be incomplete.

FROM THE HISTORY OF POPULATION STATISTICS IN THE STEPPE REGION AT THE END OF THE 19TH -
BEGINNING OF THE 20TH CENTURY

Key words: Russian Empire, Steppe region, statistics, census, nomadic population.

The subject of this article is to identify the features and specifics of statistical accounting of population in the Steppe region in the late
XIX - early XX century. The issue of the need to improve population statistics was raised by the committees more than once. The main
problems in the formation of statistical information regarding the population in the region include the late registration of regional
statistical centers; lack of qualified personnel, sometimes even simple census takers or enumerators; a financial shortfall that did not
allow statistical campaigns to be carried out systematically; and also the fact that most of the population led a semi-nomadic lifestyle
and this created serious difficulties for the census. The need for a detailed account of the Kazakh population was dictated by economic,
military-strategic and political considerations. To this end, members of the statistical committees developed various types of registration
and census cards in order to form better and more adequate material. Household and settlement censuses were organized and various
types of farms were surveyed.

CADETS IN THE | STATE DUMA — A MISSED CHANCE TO GAIN POWER

The article considers the reasons that did not allow the Cadets to form a government in 1906. The author considers the main of them
to be a lack of understanding of the need for a compromise with the imperial power. In his opinion, the victory of the Cadets in the
crisis situation of 1906-1907 was not only possible, it was inevitable given the party's certain compliance. However, the party adhered
to the principle: either all or nothing! Instead of a compromise between the bureaucracy and the revolution, the Cadets fomented
revolutionary sentiments in society and, in the end, fell victim to their own radicalism. As a result, the authorities established contact
not with the liberal majority, with the Cadets, but with a narrow layer of right-wing liberals - the Octobrists, who, as a result, took the
place that was previously assigned to the Cadets in the plans of the imperial authorities.

Information is provided on the historical geography,
demography and economy of the region located around Lake Goycha (Go(yo)kcha; Gokhchi; Sevangi; Sevan) and included 16 major
rural communities (boards, police stations) in the imperial period, which were part of 4 large areas of the study territories (Derachichek,
Goychinsky, Gozaldarinsky and Mazry regions), which united 127 villages. The article provides valuable information about the ethno-
demographic changes in the region after its incorporation into the Russian Empire. The author focuses on the strengthening of
interethnic contradictions under the influence of an active resettlement policy, which created a Christian majority in the region at the
expense of the Armenian population resettled to these lands from Iran from Turkey.

The article discusses some issues that were resolved in the process of overcoming the consequences of ethnic conflicts in the South
Caucasus in 1905-1906, related to the general characteristics of the national-colonial policy of tsarism. Based on reliable archival
documents found in the funds of the State Historical Archive of the Russian Federation in St. Petersburg, the author analyzes the work
of local and central government bodies to determine the amount of damage caused to the local population during these events, and also
makes an attempt to assess the real activities of the Caucasian and imperial administrations to compensate for the damage caused to
the local population. The studied documents show that at almost all levels of administration, primarily in the imperial center, numerous
bureaucratic obstacles were found, as a result of which the population could not receive the necessary assistance from the authorities
to restore their farms.

SCHOOL EDUCATIONAL REFORMS IN THE END OF 1920S-1930S AS A FACTOR IN THE FORMATION
OF A NEW CHILDREN'S SPACE (BY THE EXAMPLE OF THE CITY OF KAZAN)

Key words: Soviet education, educational policy, school educational reforms, school construction, Soviet child, reconstruction period,
children's space, everyday life.

The article presents the result of a study of school educational reforms of the late 1920s - 1930s as a fundamental factor in the formation
of a "new" children's school space and school everyday life. Based on the analysis of archival documents from the funds of the State
Archives of the Republic of Tatarstan, it is shown that the transformations of the school space that took place in the city of Kazan
reflected the key processes that took place in this period in the country. The studied materials showed that the period under study in
the field of formation of the school education system was characterized by unevenness and was characterized by various structural and
methodological changes. First of all, they were characterized by the active construction of schools and the expansion of the network of
standard school institutions, the unification and ideologization of school education, the encouragement of amateur performance and
social activity of schoolchildren. The construction of new schools and the reform of school education formed a qualitatively new school
space for children. The upbringing of the young generation with strengthened Soviet values and ideals by the school took place, among
other things, by reformatting the school space itself (red corners, assembly halls, libraries, wall newspapers, socialist competition, etc.).

MILITARY AND POLITICAL EVENTS OF TURKEY ON THE EVE AND DURING THE INITIAL PERIOD
OF THE SECOND WORLD WAR (1939-1942)

Key words: Turkey, World War 11, foreign policy, Balkan Entente, Middle East Entente, domestic policy, treaties, laws, the economy
of the country.

The article considers the activities of the political leadership of the Republic of Turkey on the eve and in the initial period of the Second
World War, related to the determination of its foreign policy and security. It is noted that Turkey's policy was determined by the policy
of maneuvering and rapprochement, on the one hand, with the Anglo-French bloc, and on the other hand, with the fascist grouping of
the Axis powers. The conclusion of the Anglo-French-Turkish (1939) and German-Turkish (1941) treaties of friendship, mutual
assistance and non-aggression, as well as trade and economic agreements signed in their development, created the opportunity for the
country to maintain neutrality and not be drawn into the war. At the same time, the strengthening of Turkey's political relations with
the European powers was accompanied by a gradual cooling of relations with the Soviet Union. Pursuing a political course aimed at
preserving national independence, while not involving the country in the war, the Turkish authorities paid great attention to
restructuring the economy on a war footing. In this regard, activities are shown to mobilize material resources and create the necessary
state reserves in case the country participates in hostilities.

The article presents the main milestones in the history of the creation and use of the main long-range fighters of the Red Army in 1943-

that the basis of the design of the new fighter, created in the design bureau of A.S. Yakovlev, was the well-known Yak-9 glider. At the
same time, by increasing the number of fuel tanks (from 440 to 650 liters of fuel) and oil reserves (from 25 to 48 kg), it was possible
to ensure a flight range of up to 1360 kilometers. The significance of the studied models for success in the struggle for dominance in
the sky as conventional fighters, on the one hand, as well as their role in delivering air strikes during strategic offensive operations, as
long-range fighters, on the other, is analyzed.

THE USA AND THE QUESTION OF DIPLOMATIC RECOGNITION OF THE PRC IN 1949 — 1950

Key words: US Foreign policy, Cold War, China, Harry Truman, Mao Zedong.

The article is devoted to the problem of the relationship between the USA government and the Communist government of China in the
first months of its existence. An analysis of the military-strategic and economic interests of the United States in relation to postwar
China is presented. Based on the studied documents on U.S. foreign policy the article concluded that the USA has decided not to
recognize the Mao Zedong’s government because of its unwillingness to respect the rights and privileges of American consulates and
citizens. That behavior was interpreted by Washington as an unwillingness of the Communist Party of China to guarantee human rights
and freedoms in the country. It is argued that the Republican part of the U.S. Congress’s criticism of the U.S. policy towards China has
significantly influenced H. Truman's decision not to recognize Mao Zedong's government.

The article attempts in the most generalized form to give the key quantitative and qualitative characteristics of socio-demographic
processes in the collective farm village of Russia in the post-war period. The authors focus on the trends and features of these processes
in the specific conditions of the post-war period, taking into account the growing complexity of solving the problem of labor resources
in the countryside. The main attention is paid to the analysis of changes in the number and composition of the peasantry. In particular,
it is shown that during the war years it suffered very heavy losses (the population decreased by 8.2 million people or 18.3%), and this
reduction in numbers affected, first of all, the able-bodied population. In a number of Russian regions, it amounted to almost 50% of
the collective farm population. It is noted that the diversion of labor from collective farms to perform labor duties and for the needs of
industry had a negative impact on the village.

FROM THE SOVIET EXPERIENCE OF CARRYING OUT MOBILIZATION MEASURES TO LIMINATE
THE CONSEQUENCES OF EMERGENCY SITUATIONS IN THE 1970-1980s

Key words: natural and man-made disasters, emergency situations in the Soviet Union, liquidation of emergency situations; civil
defense; mobilization; Armed Forces, call.

The article highlights little-studied aspects of carrying out mobilization measures in the USSR in the 1970-1980s related to the
elimination of emergency situations. A number of facts of attracting units of the Armed Forces of the USSR to carry out work to
eliminate the consequences of large-scale emergencies are considered. Examples of carrying out mobilization activities and calling up
personnel from the reserve to overcome the consequences of various major natural disasters and man-made disasters are shown. The
characteristic problems and difficulties faced by public authorities during the mobilization are identified and considered. Particular
attention is paid to the lack of regulatory regulation of mobilization issues in response to emergency situations, which, in the author's
opinion, hindered their qualitative solution. Despite this, the conclusions about the unconditional expediency of the measures taken, as
well as the need to study the experience gained in the Soviet period in order to plan the use of military units in the elimination of large-
scale emergencies, are substantiated.

TO THE QUESTION OF THE GROWTH OF CRISIS PHENOMENA DURING THE YEARS OF PERESTROIKA
AND THE DISMANTLING OF THE UNIFIED SOCIO-CULTURAL SPACE OF THE USSR

Key words: perestroika policy, collapse of the USSR, disintegration processes, sovereignization, Soviet system, ideological crisis.

Based on the analysis of the historical events of the period of "perestroika™ and the collapse of the Soviet Union, the article examines
the problem of the growth of crisis phenomena and the destruction of a single Soviet socio-cultural space. The first stage of
disintegration, according to the author, was provoked by the so-called glasnost policy, which turned into an important anti-systemic
project. Attempts at pseudo-democratic reformatting of the socio-cultural and information space, against the backdrop of a steadily
deepening crisis of government institutions and an ever-accelerating deterioration of the situation in the economy and the material
situation of the population, provoked a number of destructive consequences that deeply affected all spheres of public life. First of all,
they were expressed in the chaotization of the most electrified public consciousness. As a result, with amazing ease, on the one hand,
and amazing indifference and apathy, on the other, it accepted the changes that meant the collapse of the statehood, which at one time
withstood the test of the most difficult trials.

ON THE QUESTION OF RUSSIAN-CHINESE MILITARY-TECHNICAL COOPERATION IN 1991-2013

The article examines the experience of military-technical cooperation between Russia and China, accumulated after 1991. The authors
explore the history of the development of this aspect of Russian-Chinese relations against the backdrop of upheavals that have been
growing since the end of the 20th century. and up to the beginning of the “sanctions” period, which began after 2014, the world
community, in general, and these countries, in particular, experienced. Particular attention is paid to various forms of cooperation, their
effectiveness, as well as the results of cooperation for Russia. It is noted that cooperation in the military sphere was steadily gaining
strength until 2005, when some cooling began, mainly due to violations by China of joint agreements and non-observance of property
rights to Russian military products. However, in 2004-2013 China ranked second among the largest importers of Russian arms with a
share of 22.5% in the total balance of Russian exports.

GENSHER AND THE POLICY OF "GENSHERISM" AS A NEW MODEL OF INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS

Key words: Hans-Dietrich Genscher, genscherism, bilateralism, detente policy, M.S. Gorbachev, CDU/CSU, FDP.

In the context of the political activity of the German Foreign Minister Hans-Dietrich Herscher, the article explores the concept of
"genscherism". It is noted that this term, which appeared in the early 1970s, does not have an unambiguous assessment and is perceived
skeptically by most researchers. However, the author comes to the conclusion that, despite its versatility, the concept has a solid
theoretical and historical basis. In his opinion, first of all, it should be understood as exceptional flexibility, which created the necessary
basis for domestic political stability and was widely discussed in the 1970-1980s. discharge systems. The heyday of "genscherism"
came in the coalition of the CDU / CSU and the FDP after 1982. The result of the policy of "genscherism" was the unification of the
FRG and the GDR in 1990. At the same time, Genscher's triumph as a diplomat could only take place thanks to Gorbachev's "new
thinking", which is perceived by researchers as a turning point in resolving the conflict between West and East during the Cold War.

RUSSIAN-UKRAINIAN ECONOMIC RELATIONS IN 1993 (BASED ON THE MATERIALS OF V.S.
CHERNOMYRDIN'S PERSONAL ARCHIVE)

Key words: Russian-Ukrainian cooperation, economics, integration ties, V.S. Chernomyrdin, L.D. Kuchma, economic crisis, market
reforms.

Based on the materials of the personal archive of V.S. Chernomyrdin, who was the Chairman of the Government of the Russian
Federation during the study period, the state of the Ukrainian economy, as well as the features of Russian-Ukrainian economic
cooperation, are considered. The authors studied the documents relating to the time of preparation of the working visit of Prime Minister
Leonid Kuchma (08/11/1993), due to the cessation of gas supply due to chronic non-payments and unauthorized gas extraction from
the Ukrainian side. The documents characterizing the possible ways of maintaining the integration ties between the two countries were
studied. It is shown that the parties agreed on a gradual transition to world market prices for gas during 1993, and Russia provided
Ukraine with a loan in the amount of 250 billion rubles. (fixed in dollars). It is noted that the Russian side, as well as part of the
Ukrainian leadership, focused on the protection of traditional production ties and the convergence of the economic legislation of Russia,
Ukraine and Belarus, the creation of the Customs Union, the harmonization of budget policy, the creation of coordinating bodies with
the empowerment of management functions, etc.

The article is devoted to the analysis of the methodology for educating a «real womany in the traditional culture of the Buryats. The
author, analyzing the folklore and ethnographic material, reveals the ancient image of the female cult, which had to be matched. The
high status of women in the Buryat society is noted. In particular, a woman could freely communicate with men of any social status,
sit at the same table with them, receive guests in the absence of her husband, participate in public holidays and entertainment, with the
exception of some religious tribal prayers (tailgans). According to traditional ideas, a "real woman" was self-sufficient, internally free
and strong in order to become a reliable support for her hushand and children.
