THE ROLE OF THE «CRISIS OF THE THIRD CENTURY» IN THE MODIFICATION OF THE STATE IDENTITY
OF THE ROMAN EMPIRE

Key Words: the crisis of the third century, the Roman Empire, state identity, the system of government, the republic, the transitional
era, «soldiery emperors.

This article touches upon the complex problem of the «crisis of the III century», a period that became a time of fundamental changes.
However, the concept of the issue lies in the conceptual understanding of the «crisis», which is considered as a set of processes, in
connection with which it is necessary to clarify the wording of its essence and chronological framework. It is worth noting that the
historiography of the problem raised is characterized by two polar tendencies - the perception of the processes that took place in the 111
century. from the position of Marxism, for which the basis is the economic sphere. According to Soviet researchers, it was the crisis of
the slave-owning mode of production that had an impact on the political superstructure. Another trend is the perception of the period
of the III century as a time of political crisis, «military anarchy», in which other spheres have no influence on the processes that took
place. At the same time, it is impossible to understand the essence of the "crisis" considering only its historical understanding, and
archaeological data indicate that the crisis had a different characteristic, and therefore its role in various spheres and institutions of
Roman society could be different, but of great importance in modifying the identity of the Roman state.

BORDER ISSUE IN THE FIGHT OF THREE STATES FOR HEGEMONY ON THE KOREAN PENINSULA
(BEFORE 581 A.D.)

Key words: Koguryo, Paekche, Silla, Korean Peninsula, border issue, military-political alliances.

Prior to V-V centuries between the three Korean states did not arise major military conflicts. The majority of the border clashes
between the three states in | - III centuries were sporadic and had a character of the one state’s raid on the territory of another. The
boundaries of Silla as the weakest of the Three Kingdoms, the most frequently attacked by its nearest neighbors. Poor military
organization Silla has led to the fact that Kings of the Silla repeatedly appealed the Japanese for help to repel the attack Koguryo. But
in 1V century the situation on the Korean peninsula has changed dramatically. The completion in this period of the formation of Three
Korean states have expanded their territory at the expense of weaker neighbors and led to the emergence of the border issue between
Koguryo, Baekche and Silla, claiming the right to leadership on the Korean peninsula. In this situation, the relationship between the
Three Kingdoms could not be resolved by peaceful means. Every new neighboring areas, are the result of expanding the boundaries of
the state, was seen as a potential target for future gains. That desire for the acquisition of new land and the tax-paying population served
as motivation for the most frequent wars among the three Korean states, which led to the rapid change of the boundaries of the Korean
Peninsula. The most actively struggle between Koguryo, Baekche and Silla States was conducted for the land in the basin of the Han
River, became as a buffer zone between the areas controlled by the Three countries. Beginning with V century when Baekche was
forced to cede some of their territories of Koguryo, the conclusion of the military-political alliances has come to play an important role
in solving the border issue on the Korean Peninsula. Since then, the main purpose of the embassies sent one of three Korean states to
another Korean state or China, was to find an ally in the fight against a third country, or the undermining of the already existing union.

THE TURKIC-CHINESE FRONTIER IN CENTRAL ASIA IN THE VI-VIII CENTURIES

Key words: Ancient Turks; China; frontier; trade; Silk Road; horse trade; Sogdians; Central Asia; nomads; Tang Empire.

The article deals with the problem of trade relations between the Turkic Qaghanates and the states of China in the VI-VIII centuries.
At that time, the zone of contact between steppe Mongolia and the northern Chinese borders became a place of active trade exchange,
in which nomads, Chinese, and Sogdians participated. The purpose of the article is to analyze trade relations along the territory of
contact between China and the Turkic gaghanates in the VI-VIII centuries and to identify the economic significance of the Turkic-
Chinese frontier for international trade relations in the Central Asian region. As a result of the analysis, it was shown that the
strengthening of the influence of the Turks and China in Central Asia contributed to the establishment of stable trade along the Silk
Road. Based on the analysis of Chinese sources, it was revealed that Chinese silk and Turkic horses have become the main goods
involved in the exchange in the frontier zone. As a result, the authors conclude that trade along the frontier zone stimulated the entire
system of trade relations in Central Asia. China's need for nomadic horses led to huge shipments of silk fabrics to the steppe. The
Turkic gaghans sold the accumulated silk to the Sogdians, who distributed it in the markets of the Central Asian region, sent it to Iran
and Byzantium. Thus, due to trade, a symbiosis of China and the steppe region was created, international contacts intensified.

TO THE HISTORY OF RUSSIAN-DAGESTAN RELATIONS IN THE SECOND HALF OF THE XVI CENTURY

Key words: The Russian state, Dagestan, Dagestan feudal lords, embassy, diplomacy, relationships, shamkhal, ostorg, Terskiy
gorodok.

In the XVI century the strengthening of the Russian state and the expansion of its spheres of influence created the conditions for
establishing closer contacts between Russia and Dagestan, which was of great geostrategic importance, both politically and in trade
and economic terms, since routes leading to the countries of Transcaucasia and Persia passed through its territory and further to the
countries of the East. In 1556, the Muscovite state achieved significant success in the East and went to the Caspian Sea, which allowed
it to resolve a number of military-political issues related to the Safavid state and the Ottoman Empire, which waged tense wars for the
conquest of the Caucasus and the territory of Dagestan. Individual feudal lords found it necessary to turn to the powerful centralized
Russian state with a request for help and patronage (Shamkhal Kazi-Kumukhsky, Prince of Tyumen, etc.). However, the construction
of the Russian Terek-Sunzhensky prison in the North Caucasus caused an aggravation of Russian-Turkish-Crimean military-political
and diplomatic relations. The establishment of friendly political relations with the Dagestan feudal lords allowed the Muscovite state
to lay a number of fortresses in 1571-1590. on the Caspian coast of Dagestan (at the mouth of the Koisu-Sulak river, the Koisinsky
prison, on the Sunzha river, the Sunzhinsky prison, on the tributary of the Terek, the Tyumen prison). This allowed the Muscovite state
to control the routes through the North Caucasus, to provide guarantees for the security of the southern borders, making it difficult for
the Turks and Crimean khans to communicate with the territories of Dagestan and Transcaucasia.

The article analyzes the process of transformation of the Russian state from Muscovy to the Russian Empire. The noted transformation
has changed both the alignment of forces in the international arena and the internal country space of the multinational Russian
civilization. As markers of this process, the author of the article chose changes in Russian-Bashkir relations. The presented material
testifies to the direct influence of the format of the Russian civilization on relations with the autochthons, on the one hand, as well as
the evolution of Russian-Bashkir relations, as an indicator of civilizational shifts, on the other. It is shown that the administrative and
political change in the status of Moscow becomes the beginning of deep cultural changes based on the ethno-genetic fusion of the
Orthodox settled Slavic component with the Islamic nomadic Turkic.

COLONIAL POLICY OF THE BRITISH WHIG GOVERNMENT OF LORD GREY (1832-1834)

Key words: English liberalism, the first half of the XIX century, Whigs, Tories, Philosophical Radicals, Freetraders, parliamentary

The article discusses the main directions of the colonial policy of the Whig cabinet of Lord Gray: the abolition of the monopoly of the
East India Company and the Irish question, and also analyzes the attitude of the main parliamentary groupings towards these problems.
It is shown that the government supported the active actions of free traders against the monopoly privileges of the East India Company.
The result of parliamentary discussions was the adoption in 1833 of a bill according to which the charter that gave the East India
Company the right to govern India was extended for 20 years, but at the same time the company was deprived of the privileges of
monopoly trade with China (except for trade in salt and opium). At the same time, the author comes to the conclusion that it was
precisely the failures in resolving issues of colonial policy (primarily the Irish question) that became the main reason for the resignation
of Gray's cabinet.

The article, based on English-language documents and research, examines the history of creation, the role and significance of military
maps, with the help of which the armies of the Union and Confederation during the Civil War in the United States of America carried
out planning of military operations. Special attention is paid to the role assigned by the Union and the Confederation to the creation
and dissemination of military maps. At the same time, the Union Armies ensured the mass production of maps and diagrams, primarily
through the use of two Coast Guard lithographic machines. In turn, the Topographical Service of the Confederation was able to provide
field officers with photo reproductions of maps by 1864, which made it possible to abandon laborious tracing and expensive
lithographic prints.

The article explores the activities of the bishops of Smolensk and Dorogobuzh in the system of "bishop-clergy-laity”. The interaction
of bishops as the main structural unit of diocesan power with its other links (missionary, educational organizations, deaneries, parish
guardianships) is analyzed and their relationship is determined. It is concluded that the diocesan bishops of the Smolensk land in the
period under review carried out a multi-vector, multifunctional and socially oriented ministry. The main function was the development
of the organizational structure of the diocese; strengthening social and religious activities; regulation of relations between
representatives of other religious groups and denominations. While working on the article, an integrated approach was applied, a
general scientific dialectical method for studying and analyzing social phenomena, including the principles of objectivity, historicism
and consistency. The results obtained will make it possible to more objectively present not only the history of the Smolensk diocese,
but also the history of the Russian Orthodox Church.

The second half of the XIX century is characterized by changes in the structure and activities of educational institutions of the Russian

PROBLEMS OF REGULATION OF CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITY IN THE RUSSIAN EMPIRE IN THE SECOND HALF
OF THE XIX - EARLY XX CENTURY: ON THE EXAMPLE OF ST. PETERSBURG
Key words: construction legislation, construction Charter, safety in construction, architecture of St. Petersburg.

The article examines the problems of regulation of construction activity in the post-reform Russian Empire. As an example, the author
analyzes materials related to construction activities in St. Petersburg. The work was carried out using archival documents. The author
comes to the conclusion that the Russian legislation of the post-reform period did not keep up with the changes in the construction
business. In addition, gaps in legislation allowed enterprising homeowners to hinder the activities of the authorities to regulate
construction activities. As a result, safety in construction was insufficient. Violations during the construction of buildings led to the
death of construction workers. In addition, buildings threatening to collapse have paralyzed the life of some city blocks.

The article analyzes the experience of organizing the life of an ordinary Russian city in the emergency conditions of the First World
War. The city of Belgorod, which during the war years was part of the Kursk province, was taken as an example. The authors consider
such issues as the organization of city management, the deployment of military contingents, analyze the economic problems of the city
economy, as well as the organization of the life of Belgorod residents during the war years. Attention is paid, in particular, to the
growing problems of forming the local budget, which, after a period of noticeable growth in incomes (in 1912-1914 by 46%), already
in 1915 significantly decreased (by 44,513 rubles or 12% compared to the level of 1914). ). Moreover, these processes took place
against the backdrop of rapidly growing inflation.

It is emphasized that
the first pro-tax campaign in the NEP format was carried out in conditions of crop failure and interest-free impoverishment of the
peasantry and, because of this, faced extreme difficulties in implementation. Attention is drawn to the strictly regulated procedure for
setting tax rates, due to the desire to minimize the influence of local authorities, objectively interested in easing the tax burden, which
could harm national interests.

THE COURSE "FACING THE VILLAGE" IS A COMPROMISE BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT
AND THE PRE-KOLKHOZ PEASANTRY

Key words: "Facing the village!", Bolsheviks, new economic policy, tax and land policy, agrarian crisis.

The article analyzes the reasons for the transition of the RCP(b) / VKP(b) to the implementation of a new course since 1924 - "face to
the village". It is shown that the policy "face to the countryside" in the conditions of the New Economic Policy became the period of
greatest opportunities for the development of individual peasant farms. It made it possible to overcome the crisis of the first stage of
economic reforms and to remove for some time the growing latent political tension in the countryside. It is noted that this turn in the
policy of the ruling party, associated primarily with the weakening of the administrative dictate in the countryside and the expansion
of assistance to the peasantry in order to create "cultural” farms, turned out to be quite unexpected for the mass of its functionaries. In
principle, it only partially stimulated economic growth, at the same time, ultimately, significantly increasing social tension in the
countryside due to the unpreparedness of grassroots functionaries to work in the conditions of the growing activity of the peasantry,
which demanded free elections and the creation of a peasant union.

TO THE HISTORY OF THE FORMATION AND DEVELOPMENT OF THE SOVIET EDUCATIONAL SYSTEM
IN THE AUTONOMY OF THE NORTHERN CAUCASUS (1920s)

Key words: Soviet education, educational policy, national policy, autonomies of the North Caucasus, teaching staff.

An analysis of the formation and development of the education system in the North Caucasus is important for understanding the history
of the modernization of a multi-ethnic society, determining the priorities and resources of educational policy in autonomous entities
throughout the 1920s. The experience of creating a secular education system, training pedagogical and managerial personnel for it
allows us to study the features of the socio-cultural integration of the autonomies of the North Caucasus into Soviet society. The article
is made within the framework of the subject-activity approach and the neo-institutional approach, which makes it possible to find out
the hierarchy of the subjects of educational policy, their powers and resources, and the practice of implementing party-state directives.
The content of the Soviet educational policy and its main directions in autonomous regions and republics are determined, similarities
and differences in the level of literacy in autonomies are shown. The formation of a regional network of educational institutions, the
course of the authorities to limit the possibilities of religious education are considered. The conclusion about the existence of three
stages in the development of Soviet policy in the field of education in the autonomies of the region is substantiated: 1920 - mid-1924.

The article examines one of the key aspects of the work of the public education authorities in the Yenisei Province in 1920-1925 — the
organization of orphanages as a key tool in the fight against child neglect. The chronological framework of the study is determined by
the date of the establishment of Soviet power in the territory of the Yenisei province and the date of its incorporation into the newly
formed Siberian region. Based on archival material, the authors analyze a set of problems related to the functioning of these institutions
in the first years of Soviet power, and the methods of their solution by the public education authorities, as well as evaluate the
effectiveness of the latter. It is shown that by the end of the period, in comparison with 1920/21, the situation in the field of combating
homelessness has improved. However, the work was still not done properly and the problem persisted.

The article traces the party-state policy of the period 1924-1927 in the field of organizing and holding mass holidays, including the use
of traditional religious holidays and rituals for propaganda purposes. It is noted that the main role in the creation of the system of Soviet
holidays belonged to the central and local party-state bodies. On the basis of new materials introduced into scientific circulation for the
first time, it is shown that during the period under review in the region, the holiday turned into an instrument of agitation and propaganda
processing of mass consciousness in the conditions of the predominance of the rural population, its illiteracy and lack of resources. The
Sovietization of holidays pursued the goal of rallying the masses of workers and peasants around the Bolshevik Party, fighting for a
new way of life, changing the status of women, etc.

The article is devoted to the analysis of the next aggravation of Anglo-Soviet relations connected with the arrest by the OGPU of the
engineers of the largest British electrical company Metropolitan-Vickers and the trial of them (March-May 1933). Briefly describing
the process itself, the author focused on highlighting the specifics of the international situation in the late 1920s and early 1930s, the
internal and external political course of Great Britain and the USSR on the eve of this trial. The fundamental problems that generated
tension in relations between the USSR and Britain, the points of view of the parties and the consequences of the process of the Metro-
Vickers engineers are considered. It is shown that the “case of engineers” was associated, first of all, with difficult negotiations around
the conclusion of a new bilateral trade agreement.

The authors consider in detail the essence of the presented K.-AA. Kurdzhiev accusations, reveal the repressive nature of the Stalinist
regime, under the guise of fighting "bourgeois nationalism" destroyed many of his contemporaries. The authors proceed from the fact
that the usurpation of power by Stalin and his entourage, not only in the center, but also in the localities, created conditions for the
uncontrolled activities of punitive bodies that committed lawlessness and arbitrariness against their own citizens, falsified investigative
criminal cases, illegally arrested and repressed the innocent of people.

"EAST WORKERS" IN NAZI GERMANY: BASED ON MATERIALS FROM SOURCES OF PERSONAL ORIGIN

Key words: ostarbeiters, soviet prisoners of war, forced labor labour, historical memory, ego-documents

The article discusses the issue of the use of forced labor of "Eastern workers" in Nazi Germany and the territories occupied by it during
the years of the Great Patriotic War. The article analyzes a corpus of personal origin sources (memoirs, diaries, interviews, etc.), owned
by the direct participants of the events and presented for the first time in the public space. Along with official and published sources,
ego-documents provide a basis for a detailed study of the history of the lives of Soviet citizens in fascist captivity, and also make a
significant contribution to the study of the insufficiently developed topic of forced labor of Soviet citizens in the complex of the history
of the Great Patriotic War. The author sees the potential of this type of sources, as their themes intersect with the issues of studying the
Great Patriotic War, while also detailing the private worlds of people who experienced forced labor; their memories are part of the
collective memory of the nation.

Based on archival materials, the article analyzes some features of the activities of the BHSS units to combat the theft of socialist property in
the Far East of the USSR in the conditions of 1937-1947. The significance of socialist property for the Soviet state and the need to protect it
from criminal encroachments by criminal elements are substantiated in the context of highlighting the legal realities of that period, which
determined, among other things, the main vectors of the activities of the BHSS services. A brief description is given of some features of the
theft of socialist property, which were committed by economic criminals in the Far East. The researcher systematized all the work of the
operational staff of the regional units of BHSS on countering the theft of state and public property into three main blocks, within which certain
provisions were supported by concrete practical examples and statistical data.

The article considers the development of physical culture and sports in the Kemerovo region in 1945-1965. It is shown that the
authorities and the public paid great attention to these problems. However, under the conditions of the post-war restoration of the
economy of the USSR, the development of physical culture and sports in rural areas lagged noticeably behind the level of the cities of
the region. Despite attempts to improve physical culture and sports work in rural areas by all-union, republican and regional government
bodies and public organizations, this problem could not be completely solved during the period under review. However, by the mid-
1960s in the physical culture and sports movement in rural areas of the Kemerovo region, some positive changes have become
noticeable associated with the development of both mass physical culture and individual sports. However, these results were not
universal and required further joint efforts on the part of the regional authorities and the public.

The article discusses the development of the cinema network of the Orenburg region during the eighth and ninth five-year plans. The
main guidelines of the state policy in the field of culture are shown, the plans for the development of the regional film distribution
system and their actual implementation by regional film distribution organizations in the period under review are analyzed. The positive
and negative sides in the work of the institutions of the cinema network of the region and the reasons for the failure to fulfill the
established plans are highlighted.

In the course of considering the issue, the author comes
to the conclusion that chancellor democracy and party democracy are two stages of development and at the same time an element of
continuity of the Bonn Republic. Chancellorial democracy is both a completed stage in the history of the Federal Republic and an
element of continuity. In Adenauer's government practice there are considerably more chancellor-democratic elements than in Kohl's.
And Kohl's party-democratic style of government is interrupted by chancellor-democratic phases. Thus, it can be stated that both types
of party leadership are characteristic of Adenauer and Kohl.

THE CONTRADICTIONS OF THE “NEW LABORISM” COURSE

The article analyzes the situation in the British Labor Party in the late 1990s and early 2000s in the context of a change in political
leader.

It is shown that, as a political idea, "new laborism" was a breakthrough for the UK in the context of the developing era of globalization.
At the same time, after the resignation of Tony Blair, the further development of the country turned out to be connected with the
actualization of the problem of political continuity. The authors believe that Gordon Brown, as the new British Prime Minister, failed
to cope with the accumulated problems facing the country and the Labor Party (constitutional reform, by-elections, internal party
problems and the global economic crisis). Paradigmatic - external and internal - difficulties in the camp of the party predetermined the
defeat of the Labor Party in the 2010 parliamentary elections.

Among a number of names, one can single out Arne Ness, a
Norwegian philosopher, author of the terms «ecosophy» and «deep ecology», who, with his lifestyle, efforts and talent, contributed to
attracting public interest in this problem. The biography of this major representative of world science, as well as a prominent public
figure, traveler, is considered. It is shown that the achievements of Arne Ness as a philosopher, ecologist and activist were widely
recognized during his lifetime. At the same time, he did not consider himself an academic philosopher, and the mere thought that one
can live only by reason and science caused him concern and anxiety. His goal was to try to live his philosophy.

A corpus of historical sources is presented, which makes it possible to trace the changes that took place in the urban space and everyday
life of citizens in the pre-reform era (on the example of Samara). 9 groups of sources have been identified, their characteristics have
been given, and potential possibilities have been characterized. It has been established that the most informative documents on the
history of the development of the city in the pre-reform period are contained in the funds of the central archives, in particular, in the
Russian State Historical Archive. A rich complex of ethnographic and historical-analytical materials is contained in the Scientific
Archive of the Russian Geographical Society. However, the work with archival materials is complicated by the wide geographic
dispersion of archives and the weak digitalization of their collections. Further directions for the search for visual sources in the central
and regional archives are determined.

Erasmus reports on
the English supporters of Reuchlin. The most important of them are John Fisher, Bishop of Rochester, and dean of St. Paul John Colet.

The authors
come to the conclusion that in the traditional culture, games and game forms of behavior were a kind of mechanism that contributed to
the transition of one ritual form to another.

TO THE HISTORY OF THE INTERNATIONAL LEGAL REGULATION OF GENDER EQUALITY AND WOMEN'S
RIGHTS

The article is aimed at comprehending the historical genesis of the formation of international standards for gender equality and the
development of the legal framework in the field of women's rights in Tue. half of the 20th century. Guided by the historical and legal
method and the tools of the hermeneutical analysis of legal acts, the authors state that the international legal consolidation and
comprehensive development of the principle of gender equality and the system of women's rights derived from it took place in the
period after the Second World War. In general, the authors found that equality as an international legal principle found its legal
consolidation in 1948. In December of this year, an extremely important act for gender equality and the rights of the most vulnerable
group of women, the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, was adopted. It is noted that the UN played a key role in the legal
regulation of women's rights and gender equality. Mainly in the law-making function, actively implemented in the middle of the 20th
century. This international institution has adopted a number of rules and standards in all spheres of public life in relation to the rights
of female representatives.
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
