FEATURES OF FORMATION AND TRANSFORMATION OF MIGRATION MODELS IN THE ASTRAKHAN
PROVINCE AND TURUKHAN REGION IN THE 17th-19th CENTURIES

Key words: Astrakhan province, Turukhansk region, Yenisei province, labor migration, migrant, resettlement, development, fishing,
gold mining, fur trade.

The article provides a comparative analysis of the migration patterns that developed in the Astrakhan and Turukhansk regions in the
17th - early 19th centuries. These territories that became part of the Russian state, despite differences in natural and climatic conditions,
had a number of common features: the presence of significant natural resources, remoteness from the center, and low population
density. These factors determined the similarity of migration processes, especially the first stage of their development. Free migration
was an effective tool of state policy for the settlement of these areas in the period under study. It was supported by rich commercial
resources: furs in Eastern Siberia and fish in the Volga-Caspian region. However, the authors come to the conclusion that its capabilities
are limited: either for objective reasons of their rapid exhaustion (which the Turakhansky district faced), or for subjective ones: the
lack of a free labor force (in the Astrakhan province). In both cases, it was necessary to correct the state policy and test new mechanisms
capable of artificially prolonging free migration or replacing it with forced migration. n important role in the development of these
territories was played by fishing, the income from which attracted new settlers, thereby contributing to population growth. This
development scenario was typical for the Astrakhan province, in whose economy it was dominant. In the Turukhansk region, also rich
in fish stocks, their development seemed no less promising. During the period under study, there was even some cooperation between
these two regions in the development of the fishing industry.

INFORMATION ABOUT THE TOWER BUILDINGS OF INGUSHETIA IN THE WORKS OF FOREIGN
RESEARCHERS OF THE XVIII — FIRST THIRD OF THE XX CENTURIES

The article examines and analyzes information about the Ingush tower culture, presented in the works of such foreign researchers as
Guldenshtedt, Steder, Engelhardt, Baddeley, Plechke. It is noted that these materials, which reflect the peculiarities of the perception
by foreign scientists of the original tower architecture of the Ingush, little-known details and illustrations, are of great historical
importance. It is shown that if before the XVIII century. information about tower buildings was superficial and extremely rare, but
since the last third of the 18th century, when there has been an intensification of research activities in Ingushetia associated with the
development of Russian-Caucasian relations, local architectural monuments are increasingly mentioned in scientific works and
memoirs. Mostly scientists singled out their main types and purpose. Of course, these were mostly general descriptions reflecting the
general impressions of travelers.

SIBERIAN PROBLEMS AND WAYS OF THEIR SOLUTION IN N.M. YADRINTSEV (1870s)

Key words: Siberian regionalism, N.M. Yadrintsev, Russian Empire, history of journalism.

The article presents a palette of Siberian problems and ways to solve them, in the light of the famous "regional specialist" N.M.
Yadrintsev, created by him in the framework of cooperation with the central periodicals. Published sources are mainly analyzed -
directly the works of N.M. Yadrintsev. Guided by the methodological tools of cultural anthropology and new intellectual history, the
authors note that the Siberian intellectual actively considered the problems of economic growth and material well-being of the region
in the columns of the Delo magazine. N.M. did not escape the attention. Yadrintsev and the question of the Siberian railway. It was a
topic of national importance, since the railroads were supposed to tightly connect the Asian and European parts of the Russian Empire.
The results of the study allowed the authors to assert that the formation of the discourse on the harmful effects of penal colonization,
the narrative of the establishment of a university in Siberia and the “prison issue” fell on the period of the first half of the 1870s.

ON THE HISTORY OF GARDENING IN TSARITSYN AND THE SURROUNDING AREA

The article discusses the history of the development of horticulture on the territory of the former Tsaritsyn (Volgograd) and its environs
- that territory of the zone of risky farming. The authors note that the first documentary references to the emergence of gardening in
the city have been known since the second half of the 17th century. By the end of the 18th century, there were already 9 gardens in
Tsaritsyn, in which the cultivation of fruit trees was preferred. An additional impetus to the cultivation of gardens in the city in the first
half of the XIX century. It gave a kind of fashion to wealthy Russian townspeople for a country holiday. The authors note the interest
of the local population in countryside recreation and the development of dacha construction. The complexity of growing fruit plants in
an arid climate, which led to the search for new technical means of irrigation, is emphasized. Unfortunately, the events of the revolution
and the civil war dealt a heavy blow to the gardens of Tsaritsyn, almost nothing of his pre-revolutionary gardens has survived to this
day.

The article, based on the materials of the Perm province of 1870-1914, highlights the problems of the history of life and activities of
the most numerous category of zemstvo medical personnel of imperial Russia - paramedics. It is shown that, in conditions of extreme
underdevelopment of the health care system, the middle link of medical workers - paramedics often actually engaged in independent
medical practice. Such a discrepancy between the legal status and the real situation of paramedics led to their conflicts with doctors. In
this context, in post-reform Russia, the problem of "medical assistant" caused fierce disputes. Against its background, the composition,
qualifications and conditions of service of paramedics in the Yekaterinburg district zemstvo are analyzed. The analysis carried out
showed the validity of the opinions of both doctors and paramedics, often supported by zemstvo councils, who considered, in the
conditions of a shortage of specialists, such a practice was justified.

VIOLATIONS OF CONSTRUCTION RULES IN ST. PETERSBURG AT THE BEGINNING OF THE 20TH CENTURY
AND MEASURES TO PREVENT THEM

Key words: Construction charter, construction rules, safety precautions, occupational injuries, architecture of St. Petersburg.

The article examines the problem of violation of construction rules at the construction sites of St. Petersburg at the beginning of the
20th century. The causes of violation of construction legislation are identified, the measures of the authorities to prevent them are
analyzed. The author comes to the conclusion that the violation of the building legislation was facilitated by the imperfection of the
legislative framework, the limited capacity of supervisory authorities, the short construction season in St. Petersburg, as well as the
desire of homeowners to save on building materials and wages for construction workers. According to the author, the leaders of
construction works were punished quite mildly for their omissions and miscalculations. Knowing this, they were confident that even if
people died at the construction site, they would not be subjected to any serious punishment.

TO THE QUESTION OF THE QUALITY OF THE RUSSIAN SYSTEM OF GENERAL EDUCATION
AT THE BEGINNING OF THE XX CENTURY

Key words: history of Russian education, literacy in Russia at the beginning of XX century, the reign of Nicholas II.

The article deals with the development of primary and secondary education at the beginning of the 20th century. The authors seek to
assess the effectiveness of the Russian education system, to analyze measures aimed at improving it. It is noted that the policy of the
Russian Empire in the field of education was focused, first of all, on overcoming the gap from the West in terms of the level of literacy
of the population, that a very difficult situation with literacy was observed even in European - mainly ethnically Russian - regions. The
situation in the organization of the education system in Russia is associated, among other things, with the motivation of the population
of its regions, with the needs for the rapid development of capitalist relations. It is shown that the western provinces of the Russian
Empire already at the end of the 19th century. the problem with literacy was not as serious as in the central provinces. At the same
time, great progress has been made in the development of secondary education. Because of this, male gymnasiums have become an
important basis for the training of future students of universities and other higher educational institutions, and in terms of the number
of students, Russia caught up with the West during the First World War. The authors link the development of education in Russia at
the beginning of the 20th century. with the motivation of both the masses and political elites.

THE ACTIVITIES OF AZERBAIJANIAN POLITICAL ORGANIZATIONS IN THE TRANSCAUCASIAN
COMMISSARIAT (NOVEMBER 1917 - MARCH 1918)

Key words: Transcaucasian Commissariat, Muslim faction, Provisional Government, Bolsheviks, national movements, political
organizations.

Against the background of the contradictory processes that unfolded in the Transcaucasus after the fall of the Romanov dynasty, the
article deals with the problems of the activities of nationally oriented Azerbaijani political forces within the framework of the
Transcaucasian Commissariat that arose in Tiflis in November 1917. It is shown that, as a result of the development of a broad
democratic movement, a variety of political organizations declared themselves at that time. In contrast to Baku, where power was in
the hands of the SR-Bolshevik Soviet (with the participation of Dashnaks and Musavatists), the Transcaucasian Commissariat took a
consistently anti-Bolshevik position. A distinctive feature of this government of Transcaucasia was the dominance in it not only, and
perhaps even not so much of the political and class, as of the national agenda. In this regard, the relations of the Azerbaijani faction of
the Commissariat with the Georgian and Armenian ones are shown. The relationship of the Muslim political figures of the region with
the Georgian and Armenian ones, as well as political conflicts within the Muslim faction, according to the author, were more important
than the political agenda, the real basis of which was only the rejection of Bolshevism common to all three factions.

THE CRISIS OF POWER AND THE DICTATORSHIP OF THE CENTRO-CASPIAN IN BAKU IN 1918

Key words: Centro-Caspian Dictatorship, Baku Soviet, Caspian Navy, Major General Dunsterville, Caucasian Islamic Army, Bolsheviks, Dashnaks.

The article deals with the situation that led to the emergence in Baku in the summer of 1918 of the government of the Centro-Caspian Dictatorship.
Based on the analysis of the general political situation, the author recreates the picture of the formation, the main activities of this structure and the
reasons for its fall. Along with this, a number of points are highlighted that characterize the relationship of the right wing of the Baku Soviet, which was
made up of Socialist-Revolutionaries, Mensheviks and Dashnaks, with the Bolsheviks, as well as with the British military mission. Describing the stage
of the struggle for Baku, which began after the fall of the Baku Soviet, the author pays special attention to the strong influence that the Central Caspian
Dictatorship had on the activities, as well as on various political forces and, in general, on the events taking place in Baku, the national factor. The
reasons for the collapse of the Soviet administration in Baku in 1918, the role of the Caspian Fleet and the Central Caspian in seizing power in the city,
the situation in it before the arrival of the Caucasian Islamic Army are considered in detail.

THE NORTH CAUCASUS MILITARY DISTRICT IN THE CONDITIONS OF THE PROTEST MOVEMENT
OF THE RURAL POPULATION (1920-1922)

Key words: government, rebels, Red Army, North Caucasian military district, white-green, war communism policy, food policy

The article examines the growth of anti-state actions of the rural population of Soviet Russia in the early 1920s, caused by the active
continuation of the policy of war communism in the agrarian sector of the economy. In particular, the uprisings engulfed the North
Caucasus, which was distinguished by complex class, land and interethnic relations, but at the same time retained the all-Russian trend,
which was determined by the inability of the peasantry to resist state violence in an organized manner. Noting the severity and
complexity of the confrontation between the rural population and Soviet power, caused by the policy of military communism, as well
as the regional characteristics of the North Caucasian Military District, the author emphasizes that the peasant movement was
characterized by the absence of clear political goals for its rebellion, a leading center and the potential for prolonged military resistance.
It is shown that another split occurred in society, associated with a large-scale civil confrontation, which had to be overcome.

CREATION AND ACTIVITIES OF THE SARATOV BRANCH OF THE UNION OF ATHEISTS (1920s)

Key words: Union of Atheists, Soviet Russia, religion, Orthodoxy, God-fighting, propaganda.

On the basis of unpublished documents of the State Archive of Contemporary History of the Saratov Region, the article deals with the
problem of anti-religious activities of the Soviet government on the example of the creation of the Saratov branch of the Union of
Atheists. The main periods of formation and features of the organization's activities at an early stage of its existence in Saratov are
highlighted. It is shown that its main goal was to combat the "religious prejudices" of the population, to strengthen anti-religious
propaganda in the region. The author shows that anti-religious propaganda in the region did not receive proper organizational
formalization for a long time. Only the involvement of Moscow in the solution of this issue led to the official creation in Saratov of the
provincial cell of the all-Union organization of atheists on February 3, 1927.

TO THE QUESTION OF THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE EDUCATIONAL SYSTEM IN CHINA (1905-1948)

Key words: modernization of China, history of education in China, Kuomintang, Qing empire, Republic of China.

The article attempts to highlight the main features of the development of the education system in China during the years of the late
Qing and Kuomintang empires. It is shown that within the framework of the study period, market mechanisms for the modernization
of Chinese education did not ensure its proper effectiveness. Therefore, after the Xinhai Revolution, the Chinese nationalists decided
to introduce direct management of the education system, while retaining some market elements in this area. Comparing the
effectiveness of Chinese education with the education systems of other countries in the historical period under study, the authors focus
on the influence of state institutions on the development of the education system in China. The article substantiates the conclusion that
only a policy aimed at centralization could bring China's education system out of a deep crisis.

The article discusses the features of Soviet everyday life in 1945-1953 on the example of a large industrial center of the USSR - the
city of Gorky. The specifics of the interaction between the Soviet authorities and citizens in the sphere of solving problems of
infrastructure and improvement of urban space is highlighted. The basis of the research is regional archival materials - letters from
citizens, documents of election campaigns, office work of local councils. Some aspects of the state of the housing and communal
services of urban workers' settlements, the activities of local authorities for their improvement and development are presented. It is
shown that party and Soviet bodies, deputies of local and city Soviets, their commissions actually contributed to the implementation of
decisions on the improvement of working areas. Public transport routes were created in the city connecting the Nagornaya and
Zarechnaya parts of the city, schools, hospitals, clinics, grocery stores, workshops were being built in Avtozavodsky, Sormovsky,
Zheleznodorozhny districts. Significant assistance to the Soviets in this process was provided by Gorky residents, who voluntarily
united in street committees and public commissions for housing assistance.

POLITICAL LIiFE OF THE AZERBAIJAN SSR iN 1953-1955

The article deals with the political events of the mid-1950s, when the processes of dismantling the Stalinist totalitarian system and a
deep renewal of Soviet society unfolded in the USSR. It is shown that, against the backdrop of radical reforms in all spheres of society,
contradictory political processes unfolded in the USSR, including those related to the intensification of the struggle within the party
nomenclature. After the elimination of the sinister figure of L. Beria, the confrontation between the Central Committee of the CPSU,
represented by N. Khrushchev, and the Council of Ministers, represented by G. Malenkov, acquired central importance in this struggle.
At the same time, the Central Committee of the CPSU, controlling personnel policy, achieved a rapid predominance. It is noted that
the struggle for power in the center did not go unnoticed in Azerbaijan, where a struggle unfolded between the old guard of the long-
term leader of the republic, arrested in 1954, M.D. Bagirov headed by M.T. Yagubov and T. Kuliev and the group of I. Mustafaev and
V. Samedov who opposed them. The author showed that the Azerbaijani nomenclature was afraid of great upheavals, and therefore the
leadership of the republic after M.D. Bagirova tried to act cautiously.

In the article, on the example of the northern zone of the republic, namely the Kizlyar, Tarumovsky and Nogai districts and the city of
Kizlyar, the features of development, successes and problems on the way to improving such an important area as vocational education
are analyzed. Characterizing the state of this sphere in the DASSR in the 60-80s. XX century, the author notes the lack of qualified
personnel in many areas of the national economic complex, considers ways to solve this problem, taking into account regional
characteristics. The article analyzes the activities of urban and rural vocational schools, a medical school, an electromechanical
technical school and a training and production plant in Kizlyar. The problems in getting higher education by boys and girls are shown.
It is noted that since the 70s, the needs of the population in terms of education and culture were no longer satisfied by secondary
specialized educational institutions of the republic. Increasingly, graduates of schools and colleges continued their education in higher
educational institutions.

TO THE QUESTION OF THE ORIGINS OF HUGO CHAVES' BOLIVARIAN PROJECT

Key words: Venezuela, U. Chavez, Bolivarian project, liberation movement, military coups, "Bolivarian Revolutionary Movement

The article examines the socio-economic and political factors that led to the emergence and formation of the military movement in
Venezuela in the late 1980s - 1990s. The reasons for the failures of military coups undertaken by various groups of army officers,
differing in the degree of radicalness of their goals, are analyzed. Hugo Chavez, the leader of one of them, who considered himself a
follower of the ideas of Simon Bolivar, was able to draw adequate conclusions, refrain from using violent actions and win the country's
presidential elections in 1998. The study focuses on the reasons that allowed him to win over a significant part of the civil of the
population, as well as to achieve support for his candidacy in the presidential elections by a number of left-wing parties. Similarities
and differences between the Constitution that was in force in the country before U. Chavez came to power in 1989 and the 1999
Constitution of Venezuela created by him and his associates are considered, and a number of comparisons are made between the latter
and the Bolivian constitution of 1826, written by S. Bolivar. The author comes to the conclusion that the victory in the presidential
elections and the approval at the referendum of the new constitution of VVenezuela written by him and his supporters were largely the
result of U. Chavez's devotion to the ideas of S. Bolivar, his flexibility in a difficult situation and his organizational talent. A number
of his campaign promises were of a populist nature, and he had to disengage from temporary fellow travelers on the project. In addition,
severe trials awaited him in the implementation of the ideals of S. Bolivar, since the Venezuelan society was not ready for rapid and
radical changes.

It is shown that the poorly controlled division of the property of the CPSU gave rise to numerous
conflicts between authorities of different levels and a large number of the most diverse economic entities, and also led to numerous
cases of its banal plunder. It is concluded that of all the goals set by the presidential side, only those related to undermining the material
and technical base of the communists' activities were achieved. The new government failed to achieve effective property management
in the interests of the social sphere, the functioning of the state and society.

The article is devoted to the historical experience of overcoming the demographic crisis in the country within the current century. An
analysis of the dynamics of fertility, mortality, as well as the number of abortions performed, suggests that measures to correct the
demographic situation are not effective enough. The consequence of this is the continuation of the processes of depopulation of Russia.
The natural decline in the population is partly offset by external migration, which creates risks of degradation of national human capital.
According to the authors, the most relevant and unresolved area of family policy in recent decades is to reduce the number of abortions.
A two-fold decrease in the indicator will be able to ensure a sustainable effect of natural population growth and minimize the need for
migration inflow. At the same time, the costs for the implementation of relevant measures are less than 5% in the structure of financial
resources that ensure the implementation of family policy.

TO THE QUESTION OF THE FOREIGN POLICY PREREQUISITES OF THE CUSTOMS WAR
BETWEEN RUSSIA AND GERMANY (1878-1892)

Key words: customs war, Russian Empire, German Empire, the Second Reich, foreign policy, Russian exports, customs policy, customs
tariff, trade relations, security system.

The article is devoted to the study of the foreign policy prerequisites for the customs war between Russia and Germany, which began
in 1892. Based on the analysis of archival materials and historiographic sources, the author comes to the conclusion that such
prerequisites include the mutually exclusive interests of Russia and Germany in three main areas (Asia Minor and the Balkans, Poland,
the Far East), as well as the dismantling of the existing security system (refusal of the reinsurance contract , the creation of the Triple
Alliance, etc.). The destruction of the existing system of confidence-building measures and the growing military threat, against the
backdrop of the formation of mutually exclusive foreign economic interests, ultimately made it impossible to peacefully resolve trade
disputes through diplomatic means. Customs war became inevitable.

MATHEMATICIAN AND A SHIPBUILDING ENGINEER BENJAMIN STOKE:
30 YEARS IN THE SERVICE OF RUSSIA

The article, with the involvement of archival documents, highlights the activities of a little-known shipbuilder in Russian historiography
- Veniamin Fomich Stoke, who, thanks to fundamental knowledge in mathematics, theoretical and practical shipbuilding, worked for
many years at Russian shipyards, creating first-class ships and frigates for the fleet. It is noted that over the years of service for the
benefit of Russia, he built about 600 ships of various classes, most of which were first-class frigates of the 44-gun rank. His name is
also associated with a large-scale reconstruction of the Okhta Admiralty Complex, which later received the official status of the
Admiralty (1828).
