ON THE HISTORY OF SELF-DEFENSE OF PARIS DURING THE HUNDRED YEARS WAR

Key words: Hundred Years' War, Kingdom of France, history of Paris, self-defense system, defensive structures, city government.

This article is devoted to the consideration of issues of self-defense of the population of Paris as the capital of the Kingdom of France
during the Hundred Years War. Elements of territorial organization in the form of blocks, armament of citizens, and the presence of
iron chains to block streets in case of threat were identified. The article indicates the symbolic meaning of these elements, which were
the material expression of urban freedoms. It was also concluded that the king, his family and associates were not the complete masters
of Paris precisely because the townspeople had means of self-defense. For this reason, King Charles V obtained from the Parisians the
right to build the Bastide of Saint-Antoine, which, along with the Louvre, began to serve as a shelter for the royal family in case of
danger. The actions of the royal authorities to gradually restrict the freedoms of the residents of Paris are also analyzed using the
example of reducing the elements of their self-defense.

HORSE STEALING IN THE RUSSIAN-SWEDISH BORDER AREA
AFTER THE STOLBOV PEACE TREATHY

Key words: Stolbov peace treaty, the Russian-Swedish border area, cross-border communication, horse stealing.

The object of the article is the Russian-Swedish border area, which has developed under the terms of the Stolbov peace treaty. Under
the terms of this treaty, concluded in 1617, the north-western Russian lands fell under the authority of the Swedish state. The new
border divided Russian subjects into two categories. Some remained under the rule of the Russian tsar, others were under the jurisdiction
of the Swedish king. At the same time, the usual contacts between people separated by an insufficiently guarded border continued. The
subject of the article is such a type of crime as horse theft. Based on archival documents, the authors investigate the causes of the
proliferation of horse theft in the area of the new Russian-Swedish border, study the socio-economic and political consequences of
horse theft.

The article, based on the analysis of information from Kadiasker notebooks, archival materials and already published sources, examines
certain aspects of the economic and social development of one of the key quarters of the city of Bakhchisaray. The purpose of the
article is to consider the history of religious and public buildings, as well as the economic life of the inhabitants of the specified quarter
in the 17th-19th centuries. It is shown that mosques were traditionally the center of neighborhoods in a Muslim city. In Bakhchisarai
during the XVII-XIX centuries. their number varied, but Maale Khan-Jami appeared in all lists. In conclusion, the author comes to the
conclusion that the Khan-Jami maale, formed during the era of the Crimean Khanate, functioned quite effectively at the end of the
18th-19th centuries.

TRADE RELATIONS OF KUMYKS IN THE FIRST HALF OF THE 19TH CENTURY

Key words: North Caucasus, trade relations, Sabu, sag, satuv-sabu, yarym-ayak Kizlyar, Astrakhan, Kumyk plane bazaar.

The article is devoted to the development of trade relations among the Kumyks in the first half of the 19th century. The Kumyk plane,
due to its advantageous geographical position, occupied a leading position in the region. Important trade routes in the Eastern Caucasus
passed through the territory of Kumykia. The article examines the importance for Kumyk trade of the main trading centers - the cities
of Kizlyar, Astrakhan, and the settlement of Tarki, which were the connecting link in contacts between the North Caucasus and Russia.
Particular attention in the article is paid to imported and exported goods and units of measurement used by the Kumyks. It is noted that
during the period under study, feudal fragmentation had a negative impact on the development of trade, due to which local feudal lords
required traders to pay various duties for goods.

ON THE HISTORY OF THE ORGANIZATION OF WORK OF PEASANT PARTNERSHIP IN SMALL PRODUCTION
IN RUSSIA IN THE SECOND HALF XIX - EARLY XX CENTURIES

Key words: small-scale production, Russian peasantry, partnerships, artels, artel worker, Central Black Earth Region.

The article analyzes the process of organizing the work of partnerships of peasants engaged in local and waste industries of the Central
Black Earth Region in the context of the all-Russian history of cooperative associations. The management structure is revealed, the
main activities of the main coordinating body of the partnership are characterized. The regional specifics of the process of organizing
partnerships on the principle of “brotherhood” and “hoarding” are explored using the example of associations operating in the Dmitrov
district of the Kursk province within the Central Black Earth Region. Based on the author’s calculations, the dependence of wages on
the qualifications of the partnership’s employees in small-scale manufacturing was revealed. The percentage relationship between
wages and the degree of professionalism of workers has been determined. Associations of small commodity producers initiated by
representatives of local governments to fulfill contracts with government departments for the supply of goods are separately considered.
The management structure and organization of their work are analyzed.

HOUSEHOLD CRAFTS OF THE OREL PROVINCE IN THE SECOND HALF OF THE XIX - BEGINNING OF THE XX
CENTURIES

Key words: handicrafts, Oryol province, Central Chernozem region, small commodity direct producers, fishing activity.

The article analyzes the history of the formation and development of fishing activities of the local population of the Oryol province.
Particular attention is paid to the period from the second half of the 19th to the beginning of the 20th centuries — the time of
implementation of liberal reforms, demographic growth, industrial revolution and concentration of production, exacerbation of agrarian
and social issues. Based on the analysis of statistical data of the provincial zemstvo council and other materials, the authors revealed
the dynamics of the development of trade and fishing activities of the local population, determined the share of small producers in the
total population of individual centers for the development of handicrafts in the province. The article shows that the regional specificity
of trade and trade employment of the population was due to both objective (natural and geographical location, availability of raw
materials, trade relations, traditions) and subjective (business acumen of local producers, features of the relationship between
management structures and officials with small industrialists) factors.

HANDICRAFT iNDUSTRIES iN LANKARAN DISTRICT AT THE BEGINNING OF THE 20TH CENTURY

Key words: Azerbaijan, Lankaran district, Baku province, handicraft industry, carpet weaving, kilim, matting, woodworking.

The article highlights the problem of the development of handicraft industries in the Lenkoran district at the beginning of the 20th
century - part of the Baku province, in the south-eastern territory of Northern Azerbaijan. It is shown that, due to its location, during
the period under study this region, with the dominance of isolated trade, as in previous times, remained important in the economic,
political and cultural of the Caucasus. The rise of the agricultural economy and the increase in commodity production in Lenkoran
district, which was considered the granary of the Baku province, had a great influence on the development of handicraft industries. The
population of the county, engaged in sheep farming, produced carpets. In villages surrounded by forests, woodworking developed, and
in places with rich swamp vegetation, matting was made. In larger settlements, along with copper, blacksmithing, jewelry, and in many
villages - pottery production, new types of crafts arose.

As an important component of Russian culture, in the broad sense of this concept, Russian
Orthodoxy spread primarily in the area along the CER. The creation by Russians of the periodical press and
schools in the designated territories also contributed to the spread of Russian culture along the Chinese Eastern
Railway. The conclusion is substantiated that Russian culture had a great influence on the architecture, living
habits and language in the region. Being a product of colonial policy, the spread of Russian culture along the
CER nevertheless objectively contributed to the cultural development of the region.

1960s. (BY THE MATERIALS OF WESTERN CONTEMPORARY ANALYSTS)

Key words: history of education in China, Kuomintang, ideology, Chinese communists, communist ideology and education, scientific
and technological progress.

The article analyzes the influence of ideology on the development of education in China during the period of the Republic of China
and at the stage of formation of the People's Republic of China. The authors focus on the transition from the principles of organization
and strategy of education under the nationalists to the communist model of education, in which theoretical training was reduced, time
for ideological training was increased in order to create a new Chinese citizen. The authors believe that the central reason for China's
well-known backwardness in the field of education under Mao Zedong was the literal application of the ideas of Karl Marx in the
process of reforming the education system of the PRC. The hidden conflict of the Chinese Communist Party with the old intelligentsia,
which stood mainly on moderate liberal positions, had a negative impact on the development of education in China. The Cultural
Revolution was the most radical stage of this conflict. The crisis of science and education in China at the end of the era of the Cultural
Revolution demonstrated the backwardness of orthodox Marxism from its time.

CHEN DUXIU: ON THE QUESTION OF THE ORIGINS OF COMMUNIST JOURNALISM IN CHINA (1903-1922)

The article highlights the main milestones in the activities of the prominent revolutionary democrat, and then the organizer and activist
of the Communist Party of China, its first General Secretary Chen Duxiu. The author examines mainly his activities as a journalist,
organizer and editor of a number of democratic and communist publications. Central attention is focused on the history of the formation
of Chen Duxiu as an educator, author and editor of democratic publications, starting with the National Daily (Guomin Ribao) founded
in 1903 and the Anhui News (Anhui Suhuabao) in 1904-1905 . Highlighting the role of Chen Duxiu in the creation of the cult magazine
“Youth” / “New Youth” (“Qingnian” / “Xin Qingnian”), the author shows his role in the dissemination of national-patriotic, socialist,
and then Marxist ideas. The issue of the leadership role of Chen Duxiu in the creation of the first publications of the Communist Party
of China is specially considered. The conclusion is substantiated that the creation and editing of the magazine "New Youth", as well
as the subsequent leadership of the creation of the first printed organs of the Communist Party of China, such as the "Guide", became
the pinnacle of Chen Duxiu's journalistic activity, turning him into a truly key figure in the history of Chinese journalism.

The article is devoted to the socialist modernization of the social sphere of the Adygea Autonomous Region, implemented during the
first five-year plan of 1928-1932. Such areas as education and health care have been identified, which have become priorities that can
improve the quality of life of the population of the region. The peculiarities and problems of modernization processes in the mountain
society were determined by the historical features of the development of the region, the customs and traditions of the Adygs
(Circassians). The lack of its own economic base did not allow the Adygea Autonomous Region to use internal resources, and during
the reforms it was necessary to rely only on the help of the all-Union budget. These branches of the social sphere were practically
absent in the pre-revolutionary period in places of compact residence of circassians (adygs).

The article examines one of the grassroots labor initiatives during the Great Patriotic War - the Agarkov movement. It is shown that it
was an organic part of the large-scale movement of front-line youth brigades. The initiative of the teams of Yegor Agarkov and
Alexander Fedotov was timely. The level of professionalism of Soviet workers and production managers increased, and proposals for
optimizing the work of teams, production sites, and workshops made by Agarkov and Fedotov were immediately taken up not only in
the tank industry, but also in other sectors of the economy. The restructuring of labor collectives to work according to the Agarkov
method was given a national scale by directive orders. Enterprise managers were obliged to quickly implement new innovative methods
of work. The introduction of the Agarkov method yielded serious results and ensured a significant increase in industrial output.

NOVOTROITSK: THE BIRTH OF AN INDUSTRIAL CITY (30s — 80s OF THE XX CENTURY)

The article is devoted to the history of the emergence and development of the city of Novotroitsk, the fourth most populous city in the
Orenburg region, which arose during the years of Soviet industrialization on the site of several small farms. It is shown that after the
discovery in the fall of 1929 by the still unknown geologist I. Rudnitsky of the unique Khalilovsky deposit of brown iron ores with ore
of rare composition (chrome, nickel, titanium, manganese), which made it possible to obtain naturally alloyed chromium-nickel metal,
it was decided to build a large plant on the site . The authors focus on the fact that the city was built and grew around a large city-
forming enterprise - the Orsk-Khalilovsky Metallurgical Plant. It is concluded that JSC Ural Steel, into which the plant was renamed
in the early 90s, is still one of the leading Russian manufacturers in the field of ferrous metallurgy.

The authors convincingly argue that on the ground, middle-level
party officials-recruits of the Thaw period adhered to new, post-Stalin standards in their party management activities, characteristic of
conformist careerists. According to the authors, for the new generation of the Soviet elite, the unspoken corporate rule was loyalty and
party-economic performance in exchange for material returns adequate to the managerial contribution. It is noted that the policy of soft
neutralization of the Stalinists was quite effective. To this end, at various party meetings, unpleasant facts were voiced, designed to
convince the republican activists of the correctness of the party’s general line, aimed at rotating party cadres “from top to bottom.”

The article discusses those carried out in the 1960s. Soviet authorities took major measures aimed at overcoming the religious
worldview of the population. Particular attention is paid to atheistic propaganda, which was the most common method of anti-religious
activity by the authorities. The variety of forms of struggle against religion is shown, as well as the features of its implementation in
the Ulyanovsk region, which has traditionally been multi-religious. The conclusion is substantiated that the formation of a scientific-
materialist worldview within the framework of the period under study did not meet the requirements that were set before the authorities
and the communist public in the context of the announced transition to communism. Despite the very diverse forms of atheistic
propaganda, the level of religiosity among the population was growing.

The article is devoted to highlighting the main stages of the professional, state and social activities of the worthy son of the Kabardian
people, a sincere friend of the Chechens, patriot and internationalist Shikhmurza Batyrbievich Bischekov (1932-2017), who stood at
the origins of the restoration and development of the secondary specialized education system in Checheno-Ingushetia in the 1960s-
1980s and headed the Grozny Cooperative Technical School. Under his leadership (since 1964), the technical school provided high
quality training for specialists, became a basic interregional educational institution, and had the status of a union. Shikhmurza
Batyrbievich at the regional and union level sought to provide everything necessary for the full organization of the educational process,
which earned him unquestioned authority in the republic. In the 1970-1980s, it was believed that the cooperative technical school,
headed by Sh.B. Bischekov, enjoys greater respect and honor among the people than any of the three universities of the republic. The
authority of the technical school was indicated, for example, by the fact that during the period of entrance exams the competition there
exceeded the indicators of some prestigious higher educational institutions.

The subject of the study is the reflection of the 1956 Triple War in the British media and coverage of the actions of the government of
their country in the Middle East on the example of newspapers and tabloids of different political orientations: The Times, The Guardian,
The Daily Telegraph, Daily Mirror, The Observer, Daily Herald. The problematic aspect of the articles on the Suez crisis of 1956 on
their pages, the depth of coverage of the subject is analyzed. This work shows that during the Middle East War, the British press treated
events in the region differently and in many cases subjectively, giving ambiguous and sometimes contradictory assessments of events
in the Middle East. A range of characteristics of the situation is traced: for example, critical (The Guardian. The Daily Mirror sharply
condemned the policy of the current Prime Minister of the country, A. Eden), images of key participants in the events (Egyptian
President A. Nasser in The Times) and images of enemies were formed, the positions of superpowers in the Triple War were commented
on, etc.

The work examines the inter-republican negotiation process on the issues of maintaining political and economic integration. The
positions of the leadership of the republics are revealed, the stages of their evolution are highlighted. It is shown that the main reason
for the failure of the negotiations was the fundamental divergence of interests of Russia and the other republics. The desire of the
republican leaders to form new integration structures exclusively on a parity basis and the unwillingness of the Russian leadership to
put the country in a position that clearly does not correspond to its economic and military-political potential predetermined the
severance of ties between the former Soviet republics. Additional negative factors were the destructive position of Ukraine that emerged
during the negotiations and the rapid growth of anti-Russian sentiment in the former USSR.

NONLINEAR DEVELOPMENT OF THE "BELT& ROAD" INITIATIVE AND THE COMPLETION
OF ITSFIRST STAGE

The article examines the patterns of development of "One Belt, One Road" Chinese initiative. It is shown that typical for the period
2015-2018. a significant increase in activity in the implementation of this program in 2019-2000. was replaced by its decline. In
particular, during the pandemic, both Chinese exports to countries participating in the initiative and imports decreased significantly.
At the same time, the period from the end of 2019 to the end of 2022 was complicated by negotiations on a variety of programs,
additional difficulties arose with logistics, etc. Based on the identified political and economic parameters, as well as their
transformations over time, the author shows that the process of “Belt and Road” development is not linear, but oscillatory. A hypothesis
is put forward, suggesting its recurrence. It is concluded that the first stage of the evolution of the Chinese concept was completed in
2019-2020. The necessity for further research of the “One Belt, One Road” initiative development is substantiated.

The article is devoted to the study of economic cooperation between the Russian Federation and the Republic of Serbia at the beginning
of the 21st century. The authors, examining the content of regulatory documents of the two states (agreements, protocols), periodicals,
and scientific research, show various aspects of foreign economic activity, primarily in the field of trade, food industry, and energy
sector. The article examines both the activities of Russian companies and banks in Serbia (including PIJSC Gazprom, PJSC Lukoil),
and the work of Serbian organizations in the Russian Federation. It is noted that the potential of Serbian investments in the Russian
economy has not been fully revealed, however, the parties’ interest in cooperation gives reason to believe that there are prospects for
the development of capital investments in Serbia. The conclusion is substantiated that, despite the balance of trade between Russia and
Serbia, the potential of partnership in the economic sphere has not been fully realized and at the present stage is concentrated mainly
in the fuel and energy sector.

AT THE ORIGINS OF THE SOVIET GOVERNMENTAL INTERCITY HIGH-FREQUENCY COMMUNICATIONS
(1917-1937)

Key words: revolution of 1917, USSR, telephone set, telephone exchange, government communications, high-frequency telephone
communications.

The article highlights the historical and technical aspects of the formation of Soviet government long-distance high-frequency (HF)
communications in 1917-1937. It is shown that from the first days of its existence, the Soviet government made increased demands on
the quality of telephone communications, positioning it as an effective means of replacing lengthy departmental correspondence. The
result of the search for an optimal management structure for the country's telephone industry was a comparative increase in the number
of subscribers. However, the emerging increase in telephone density only allowed us to get closer to pre-revolutionary indicators - the
number of local network subscribers in Russia by 1927 (225 thousand) almost reached the level of 1917 (232 thousand). The situation
with intercity communications had a better trend, due to the need to broadcast commands from the central government to the periphery.

POLITICS OF THE FIRST THIRD OF THE XX CENTURY

The article provides a general overview of archival materials from the National Archives of the United States (NARA USA) relating
to the Middle East policy of the United States in the first third of the 20th century, mainly in the interwar period. Considering that at
this time American interests were rather weakly represented in the Middle East region, where the United States was limited mainly to
trade and purely diplomatic relations, these materials require separate consideration, adjusted for these points. It is shown that American
diplomats had representation both in Irag and in other colonial possessions of the British Empire, with which they largely coordinated
their Middle Eastern policy. Nevertheless, the author comes to the conclusion that their reports are of significant interest to specialists
in the Middle East, at least in terms of information.

This article analyzes the execution of the budgets of three state extra-budgetary funds: the Pension Fund, the Social Insurance Fund
and the Compulsory Medical Insurance Fund for 2020-2022, examines the sources of formation of funds from extra-budgetary funds
and the directions for their use, and identifies the main trends and prospects. The analysis revealed that the actually collected insurance
premiums are not enough for the functioning of extra-budgetary funds, and therefore there is a dependence of extra-budgetary funds
on the federal budget.

ON CHANGING THE CORRELATION OF HARD SKILLS AND SOFT SKILLS IN THE CONDITIONS
OF THE "DIGITAL" ECONOMY

The subject of the study presented in the review article is the transformation of staff skills in the course of the digitalization of modern
society. The object of the study is the change in the ratio and content of rational (hard skills) and communication (soft skills) skills of
workers in various fields. The authors consider in detail the content of these skills in industrial and post-industrial society and their
transformation. Particular attention in the review article is paid to changing the content and correlation of these skills, as a projection
of rational and emotional intelligence on the process of developing and implementing products. The main area in relation to which the
analysis was carried out was the development of software products, as the most visual component of the "digital" economy. The main
conclusions of the analysis are that if the changes in rational (hard skills) skills are not too significant, then communication skills (soft
skills) have undergone very significant changes. Moreover, there is a trend of convergence of rational and emotional skills in the
process of deepening digitalization. A special contribution of the authors to the research is the analysis of changes in the components
of the rational and emotional components of managerial skills and conclusions about the trends in their change. The novelty of the
research lies in the fact that in such a formulation the problem is described for the first time. The main result of the study can be

EXCLUSIVE RIGHT TO A DATABASE AS AN OBJECT OF COPYRIGHT AND RELATED RIGHTS

Key words: intellectual property rights, database, exclusive right, author-compiler, manufacturer of the database, relations of the
exclusive right of subjects, criteria for the protection of the database.

The article examines the subjects of rights to the database as an object of copyright and related rights. The criteria of the database's
protectability are determined depending on the legal regime applied to the result of intellectual activity.
