ABOUT THE ORIGIN OF THE EARLY CHRISTIAN ARTISTIC SYSTEM OF LATE ANTIQUE CHERSONESOS

Keywords: early Christian art, funerary painting, crypt, basilica, Chersonesos, Northern Black Sea region.

The article is devoted to the problem of the origin of the early Christian artistic tradition in late antique Chersonesos. On the territory
of the city (the early “Basilica of 1935) and in its immediate surrounding areas (the painted crypts of the Chersonesos necropolis) was
discovered a group of monuments containing polychrome late antique paintings. A samples of early Christian art occupy a special
place among them, An analysis of artistic techniques, subjects, and painting systems allows us to state its Middle Eastern origin. Some
scenes (depictions of figures from candles) has a parallels with the painting system of the baptistery of the early Christian complex in
Dura Europos (Syria). All already mentioned allows for make the assumption that the artistic system was brought in a complete form
with an immigrants from the Middle East and became widespread in Chersonesos Subsequently, the artistic system developed in the
city; its elements can be seen in the floor mosaics of the Chersonesos basilicas of Justinian's time.

ABOUT THE LOCALIZATION OF ONE OF THE EARLY CAPITALS OF SHAMKHALATE ACCORDING TO THE
DAGESTAN CHRONICLE TARIKH DAGESTAN MUHAMMAD RAFI

Key words: Shamkhalate, Gumuk, Kafyr-Kumukh, Kumukh, Kumyks, Laks.

The localisation of the «Gumuk» mentioned in «Tarikh Dagestan» chronicle is important for the study of various aspects of the history
of the Caucasus. The purpose of this article is to consider the Kafir-Kumukh hypothesis of the localization of this city, which was
destroyed during the joint campaign of the "Turks", Avar and Kaitag rulers. The content of the studied part of the chronicle indicates
that there were no representatives of the Shamkhal dynasty left in the city. On the basis of toponymic and folklore data, the possibility
of the flight of Shamkhals to the mountains of Dagestan (Kazikumukh) is substantiated. Determining the location of one of the early
capitals of Shamkhal, probably located in the ancient village of Kafir-Kumuk (modern Buinaksky region of the Republic of Dagestan),
the author believes that after the defeat from the troops of the “Turks,” Avar and Kaitag rulers, representatives of the Shamkhal dynasty
fled to Lak Kumukh.

BINDING IN THE CODICOLOGICAL STUDY OF THE DAGESTAN ARABOGRAPHIC MANUSCRIPT
OF THE XVI - XVII CENTURIES

Key words: Muslim codicology, manuscript binding, Dagestan, codex.

The article is devoted to one of the important aspects of the codicological study of the Dagestan Arabographic manuscript of the XVI-
XVII centuries — binding. This important external attribute of the manuscript is the most «conservativey, preserving the main traditions
of the production of the Muslim codex. This is reflected primarily in the folding techniques, joining notebooks, binding designs, etc.
The following conclusions were obtained: the bindings of local manuscripts of the XVI — XVII centuries were often decorated with
embossing in the form of patterns of lines decorated with «dots» or small «circles», the simplest geometric shapes, etc. It was also
revealed that local craftsmen, despite their commitment to the general Muslim book traditions, did not accept the method of lengthening
the upper edge of the spine.

SOME ASPECTS OF THE THEATER PATRONAGE HISTORY IN ELIZABETHIAN ENGLAND

Key words: theater, patronage, patron-client relationships, informal connections, Elizabeth Tudor

This article is devoted to the study of theatrical patronage in England in the second half of the 16th — early 17th centuries. Patronage is
interpreted as a type of informal connections in the sociocultural sphere. The reasons for the development of the theatrical patronage
system are identified. The importance of patronage is emphasized as a way of representing royal power, as a tool for a political career,
and demonstrating the social status of the patron. Elizabeth Tudor's patronage of the theatrical arts is explored. It is shown that she
used theaters to enhance her own popularity, and in 1574 she took them under protection in a conflict with the city authorities. At the
same time, it is noted that it was this queen who issued a number of laws that placed theaters under the control of the authorities - both
censorship and organizational.

ON THE QUESTION OF THE STATE AND POLITICAL DEVELOPMENT OF AZERBAIJAN AT THE BEGINNING
OF THE 18TH CENTURY

At the beginning of the XV/I1I century the Persian Safavid power enters a period of decline and systemic crisis. At that time, this state
included the territory of Northern Azerbaijan, divided into beylerbeystv, ruled by governors. The economy of the state was in complete
decline, tax taxation was increasingly tightened, which gave rise to separatist sentiments on the periphery. All this resulted in a series
of uprisings in the 1710s and early 1720s, which led to the collapse of the Safavid dynasty and the loss of control over the North
Azerbaijani territories by the shah's authorities. Our article is devoted to the coverage of this difficult and interesting time in the history
of Azerbaijan.

MINING INDUSTRY OF HISTORICAL BASHKORTOSTAN IN THE CONTEXT OF THE PUGACHEV UPRISING

Key words: mining industry, uprising, damage, plant, metallurgy, copper, cast iron, iron.

For one reason or another, 54 factories from the mining construction areas of historical Bashkortostan found themselves at the epicenter
of the Pugachev uprising. The fighting was accompanied by casualties and caused significant economic damage to mining enterprises.
The purpose of the study is to determine the extent of damage to these factories following the uprising of 1773-1775. It is shown that
a large number of factories were closed, partially or completely destroyed, some ultimately could not recover. Of the 40,000 people
who died during the Pugachev uprising, working people from factories accounted for more than 10%. However, state support and
financial investments from factory owners made it possible to restore promising enterprises, thanks to which the Ural metallurgy did
not stop in its development and quite quickly reached not only the level of production before the uprising, but also significantly
exceeded it.

ON THE QUESTION OF THE POLICY OF THE RUSSIAN EMPIRE IN RELATION TO DAGESTAN (1797-1813)

The article examines the prerequisites for the annexation of Dagestan and the North-Eastern Caucasus as a whole to the Russian Empire
at the beginning of the 19th century. The policy of the empire to involve the Dagestan rulers in the orbit of Russian politics and political
and legal space is analyzed. The process of strengthening the pro-Russian position of the peoples of Dagestan is considered. The study
showed that both sides were interested in uniting within one state. The author draws attention to the widespread practice of almost all
feudal lords and elders of the unions of rural societies of Dagestan turning to the Russian rulers with requests to accept them as Russian
citizens. In turn, the Russian authorities materially stimulated the consolidation of these trends, while simultaneously approving the
desire of the feudal lords of Dagestan to demonstrate unity and end civil strife. In conclusion, the conclusion is substantiated that the
Treaty of Gulistan, which legally formalized the annexation of Dagestan and Northern Azerbaijan to Russia, was of exceptional
importance not only for Russia, but also for the peoples of the Caucasus, especially Dagestan.

SOCIO-POLITICAL CHANGES IN THE POSITION OF THE RUSSIAN NOBILITY IN THE SECOND HALF OF THE
19TH - EARLY 20TH CENTURIES

Keywords: nobility, estate, counter-reforms, imperial power, autocratic monarchy, society.

The article is devoted to the problem of changing the socio-political situation of the Russian nobility in the second half of the XIX —
early XX centuries. In the course of the research, the author examines the historical circumstances which contributed to the fact that
nobility has been the leading social force in Russian society for centuries. Despite its relative smallness, its occupied the most important
positions in the social and cultural life of the country, in the system of power and in the activities of the state apparatus. The author
focuses on the change in this position of the nobility in the second half of the X1Xth and XXth centuries, reveals the historical processes
and trends that led to the transformation of the role of the nobility in the life of Russian society and to a decrease in its importance in
the system of social coordinates. She examines these changes in the economic, socio-political and cultural spheres of the existence of
Russian society. At the same time, the author pays special attention to the fact that at the end of the XIX — beginning of the XX
centuries, the Russian state authorities significantly attempted the role and importance of the nobility in the structure of Russian public
relations. The author stops in sufficient detail on the complex of measures taken by the governments of Alexander 111 and Nicholas II,
aimed at reviving the former role of the nobility in Russian society, strengthening its socio-economic and political positions, thoroughly
shaken after the Great Reforms by the government of Alexander 1. The author shows how these measures were implemented in various
spheres of Russian society and states that despite their purposefulness and scale, they were doomed to failure in the historical
perspective, since they contradicted the objective course of historical processes in Russia during the period under review.

It is shown that in the 19th
century, pearl mining in the northern rivers of Russia underwent serious transformations. Professionalization and new technologies
gradually replaced simple mining methods. However, despite the changes, pearl fishing remained an important sector of the economy
and attracted many enthusiasts. The main milestones in the history of the development of river pearl mining in the region are
highlighted, and its methods are characterized. It is noted that pearls were mainly used to create jewelry and decorate elements of folk
costume. Russian pearls were highly valued on the market and were popular both in the country and abroad. The discovery of pearl-
bearing points in the Northern rivers and the development of their mining directly influenced the economic development of the northern
regions of Russia and made them the center of the pearl industry. The author examines various aspects of the extraction and use of
river pearls, as well as its impact on the local population and the sociocultural dynamics of the development of Russia in the 19th
century.

The article examines the activities of the Ufa provincial administration, headed by Nikolai Modestovich Bogdanovich (1896-1903) to
solve the problems of combating hunger and crop failures in the region. The authors concluded that various measures were taken to
solve these problems: the purchase and supply of food to the counties most affected by hunger was organized; in areas remote from
transport routes, the use of bakery stores was quite effective. At the initiative of N.M. Bogdanovich, the bodies of the zemstvo self-
government organized work on collecting current statistical data on grain crops, continuous household censuses, etc., cooperation was
established between the bodies of zemstvo statistics and the provincial statistical committee.

The process of organizing resettlement in the Semipalatinsk region was a rather complex system in which all administrative and
economic units are integrated: the resettlement process, medical and veterinary care, agronomic development, sociocultural adaptation,
financial support. The period of colonization is represented by two stages: 1893-1905. and 1906-1913 In the first period, resettlement
work was characterized by a number of preparatory works: the work of land allotment parties and the formation of resettlement areas
through land surveying. The second stage began in 1906, when the Semipalatinsk region was allocated as a separate resettlement area
with a large-scale resettlement organization. The functionality and powers of the resettlement party were expanded, new tasks were
outlined in terms of organizing the resettlement of peasants. The mechanisms developed by the central authorities regarding
resettlement contributed to the peaceful process of resettlement policy to the territory of steppe Kazakhstan.

Key words: people's sobriety, Ufa province, Ufa guardianship of people's sobriety, drunkenness, a shelter-hospital for alcoholics, the
Main Directorate of non-payment fees and state sale of drinks, drinking reform, wine monopoly.

The article examines the historical experience of the struggle of the state and society for popular sobriety in the Ufa province in 1894-
1914. The main directions of social policy aimed at combating drunkenness and protecting a sober lifestyle during the period of the
wine monopoly on the territory of the Russian Empire are presented. Based on archival sources first introduced into scientific
circulation, as well as printed publications of the pre-revolutionary period, the joint activities of the state and public organizations in
eradicating popular drunkenness in the territory of the Ufa province are analyzed. The conclusion is substantiated that the fight against
drunkenness was hampered by the dependence of the state budget on excise and patent taxes.

FROM THE HiSTORY OF THE OPENING OF THE TURKISH CONSULATE iN BAKU (1910-1911)

Key words: Russian Empire, Ottoman Empire, Viceroy in the Caucasus, Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Turkish consul, Baku.

The article, based on archival materials from Russia and Azerbaijan, examines the issue of the petition of the representative of the
Ottoman Empire to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Empire for the establishment of a Turkish consulate in Baku. The
case materials containing a discussion on this issue between the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and the Viceroy in the Caucasus are
analyzed. It is shown that the Viceroy in the Caucasus, Count I.1. VVorontsov-Dashkov, supported by Senator A.P. Nikolsky, considered
the establishment of the Turkish Consulate in Baku unnecessary both due to the small number of Turkish citizens in this region,
represented mainly by workers, and due to the possible conduct of subversive propaganda by the consul both in Baku and in the
Dagestan region. In turn, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, represented by S.D. Sazonova insisted on the need to open a consulate, for
which he received the support of the Council of Ministers and, ultimately, Nicholas I1.

The article examines the role of the religious factor in the cultural policy of the Bolsheviks in the early years of Soviet power. The
authors focus on the close relationship between the processes of transformation of Russian culture initiated by the Soviet government
and its solution of the religious issue. The authors draw attention to the presence of objective and subjective tendencies in the cultural
policy of the Bolsheviks of that time and in their attitude to issues related to religion and the activities of the Orthodox Church. They
state the existence of different approaches adopted by the Bolshevik leadership in the process of changing the sphere of culture and
religious consciousness in Russian society in relation to various segments of the country's population. The authors emphasize the
uncompromising and decisive nature of social transformations in the sphere of culture; they proceed from the fact that ideology of
Marxism and traditional religious values could not coexist in the Russian socio-cultural space at that time and, in fact, were competing
trends in the socio-political thought of that time. This circumstance led to radical methods in solving the religious issue in the country,
as well as radical forms of transformation of Russian culture on a new ideological basis.

The article discusses the main trends in the evolution of exports and imports of the main types of agricultural raw materials and food
by Soviet Russia and the USSR in the period 1918 — 1991. Based on the analysis of statistical series on the export-import of the main
types of agricultural products of the USSR in 1918-1991, the main trends in the development of import-export of a number of types of
agricultural products of the country for the specified period are shown. The analysis of the author's long-term statistical series of data
on foreign trade in the main types of agricultural products allows us to make an input about the absence of certain long-term trends in
the predominance of exports or imports of agricultural products in most of this time period. Moreover, this analysis shows that since
the beginning of the 70s of the twentieth century, the predominance of exports of leading types of agricultural raw materials and food
has been replaced by the predominance of imports - until the end of the period, there was a constant increase in imports of the main
types of agricultural products (grain, meat, milk, etc.). Such trends in the development of agrarian foreign trade of the USSR clearly
indicate the increase in economic problems in the USSR in the second half of the twentieth century. and about the crisis phenomena in
the Soviet agricultural sector.

CONFEDERATIVE REFORM OF THE UNION PARLIAMENT IN SEPTEMBER - DECEMBER 1991

The work analyzes the experience of the confederal reform of the Supreme Soviet of the USSR, caused by fundamental changes in
the political life of the country after the defeat of the State Emergency Committee. The original intention of the reform was studied,
which was to create a legal basis for the adoption of decisions developed in the State Council of the USSR. It is shown that the reform
fervor of early September 1991 was not implemented in the form of specific inter-republican agreements. The dismantling of union
bodies and the acceptance of all-union property under republican subordination unfolded much faster than the development of
interrepublican integration projects. The Supreme Soviet of the USSR was supposed to become the President's support in negotiations
with the leaders of the union republics, but the weak influence of the union parliament did not allow it to prevent the decisions of the
republican leadership that led to its dissolution in December 1991.

In particular, the main periods in the development of the friendship societies of Russia and China are identified, the
priorities and nature of cooperation between the public of the two countries are revealed, the role of friendship societies in strengthening
Russian-Chinese relations and the level of their influence in the countries are analyzed. Two main periods are identified: from 1992 to
1999, when the general contours of cooperation in the humanitarian field and its mechanisms were determined (Intergovernmental

The article discusses the history of studying the Bronze Age of Western Kazakhstan. There are four stages. At the first stage, until
1917, there was an initial accumulation of material. At the second stage - from 1917 to the mid-1970s. — active field research was
carried out. At the third stage, the West Kazakhstan scientific school emerged. At the fourth stage - within the framework of
archaeological research in sovereign Kazakhstan, research is multidisciplinary in nature. It is shown that certain successes have been
achieved in the study of the Bronze Age of Western Kazakhstan. A large number of monuments were studied, and the funeral rites and
inventory were analyzed, and served as a source study basis for historical and cultural constructions. However, the territorial coverage
of field research remains insufficient and is mainly concentrated around the city of Aktobe and the river basin. llek. Meanwhile, the
size of the Aktobe region dictates an urgent need to expand research to other areas.

IN THE XX CENTURY

The article shows the formation and development of the views of Frederic Joliot Curie (1900-1958) on the role of science
in the life of humanity in the 20th century and his formation as a Personality of a scientist responsible for the preservation
of Peace on Earth. A Nobel laureate, a prominent theoretical physicist and experimentalist, a member of the French and
seven foreign Academies of Sciences, a French communist, he became a key figure after World War |1 in the struggle for
World Peace and the use of scientific achievements exclusively for peaceful purposes. F. Joliot Curie since the 1930s and
throughout his life was a great friend of the USSR, maintaining professional and good personal relationships with a
number of the largest Soviet nuclear scientists and representatives of the intelligentsia. Frédéric Joliot-Curie, along with
Albert Einstein and eight other prominent scientists - Nobel Prize winners - in 1955 became the authors of an appeal to
scientists around the world, calling for active opposition to the use of atomic energy for military purposes, marking the
beginning of the Pugwash movement of scientists. In the energetic peacekeeping activities of F. Joliot-Curie today, issues
of ethics, general culture and the conscience of a scientist are problematized.

THE IMAGE OF THE ANTICHRIST IN W. TYNDALE'S TREATISE «THE OBEDIENCE OF A CHRISTEN MAN AND
HOW CHRISTIAN RULERS OUGHT TO GOVERNE»

Key words: William Tyndale, Martin Luther, John Wycliff, Reformation, pope, papacy

The first Russian translation one of the most interesting and significant sections of the work of the English reformer W. Tyndale, “The
Obedience of a Christen man and how Christian rulers ought to governe ” is proposed. In the section “Antichrist,” Tyndale considers
the papacy as the kingdom of the Antichrist, and the head of the Roman Catholic Church — as an accomplice of the Devil. It is noted
that this position was more radical than the views on the institution of the papacy of the founder of the reformation movement - the
German theologian Martin Luther. In this regard, Tyndale significantly developed and updated the ideas formulated a century and a
half earlier by Dr. J. Wycliffe (1320-1384), who was the forerunner of the Reformation. The treatise was published in 1528 and had a
great influence on the English king Henry V111, who subsequently set a course for a complete break with Rome.

The article studies the princely costume of the Khanty and determines its characteristic features, which distinguish it from the folk
costume.

The study showed that the princely outfit of the 19th century
consisted of a kaftan and a cap made of velvet or thick cloth, mainly red in color. Princely caftans were distinguished by a relaxed fit,
a wide turn-down collar, and a certain architectonics of the front decor. It has been found out that the cut of princely kaftans has
parallels with men's ceremonial robes, the architectonics of the decoration of princely kaftans coincides with the decorative design of
the foreparts of traditional women's clothes, which indicates a single tradition of their manufacture.

ON THE QUESTION OF THE DIALECTICAL ESSENCE OF LEGAL CONSCIOUSNESS

Key words: legal consciousness, legal culture, illusion, legal nihilism, legal fetishism, legal alienation.

The article examines the problem of legal consciousness in its key theoretical and methodological aspects. Legal awareness is described
as one of the main elements of legal culture, along with legal activity and the system of legal acts. The authors put forward a
controversial thesis: legal consciousness in its deepest foundations is a mentally constructed formation. Attention is focused on the fact
that, in the context of the objectified illusion of legal dogma, the subject chooses between submitting to it or abandoning it. Rebellion
against dogma ultimately leads the subject to new contradictions (new ambivalence), which, in turn, launches a new dialectical round
of development of legal consciousness itself.
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
